


River Teign, near Fingle Bridge

Doddiscombsleigh: little village (famous
pub/restaurant) in lovely hilly and wooded
farmland above the River Teign valley, 9 miles
west of Exeter. Chudleigh (small town), 6 miles.
The sea/beaches at Teignmouth/Dawlish (see
page 71), 14 miles. 

… 1½ miles from Doddiscombsleigh, a smart, semi-detached property looking over 50
acres of grounds and woods, all of which form part of the owners’ home. At the back, a neat
enclosed paved garden. You are welcome to walk over the grounds, but there are three lakes
so small children should be supervised.

Inside, thoroughly modern and comfortable with laminate flooring throughout downstairs. Front
door to large hall-cum-den area with games/toys; living/dining room through to smart fitted
kitchen (dishwasher, fridge freezer, microwave); utility with washing machine and back
door to garden. Stairs from hall up to three bedrooms – a double (5’ bed) with lovely long rural
views and en suite bathroom (suite with shorter than average bath), another double with en
suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), and a bunk room (double with single over) with en
suite shower-room (suite). TV/DVD/video. Great spot for beaches, Dartmoor or touring.
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Dunsford: little Teign valley village (thatched cottages, PO/shop, good pub), 4 miles down river from
Drewsteignton (see page 130). Exeter, 8 miles.

… in Dunsford, about 300 yards from the pub, a semi-detached house with enormous garden (hammock, willow house,
barbecue) and the most gloriously serene wooded views. This is every inch a home, smart but not precious with wood floors
downstairs and some clever original touches. From the lane, 12 steps lead up to the front door to hall; living room with
woodburner, TV/DVD, feather sofas, high apex ceiling and huge windows and glazed doors opening on to a terrace
(table/chairs); double doors to handcrafted fitted kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer, double oven/5-
ring range cooker) which also has glazed doors to terrace. Two downstairs bedrooms – both double (5’ beds), one with washbasin
and glazed doors to closed balcony. Stairs down to basement level and really good games room and den with TV, games/toys;
bathroom (suite with jacuzzi bath plus hand-shower); utility with washing machine, tumble drier, bike/surfboard storage and
door to garden. Back in the hall, stairs up to a further two bedrooms, both twin with sloping ceilings; loo (washbasin). Excellent
house.
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DARTMOOR: gloriously serene . . .    . . . Nobody Inn in Doddiscombsleigh

The view
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. . . grand atmosphere . . .    . . . steeped in family history

... the original 17th cent. farmhouse is equally charming, full of beams, character, stone fireplaces, exposed stone walls, tiled
hall, all in keeping. Quiet living room with woodburner, Welsh dresser, CD player, TV/DVD/video; centre-of-house dining room
with woodburner, sofa, original dresser, large oak dining table and picture windows with shutters, leading to smart country
kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, double oven gas range); utility room (washing machine, tumble drier, freezer, additional
fridge); loo (washbasin). Upstairs: three bedrooms, one double plus single bed with en suite shower-room (suite), two twin;
bathroom (suite plus shower-unit). Logs included.

... the cottage was converted from an 18th cent. stable. Warm
and comfortable with exposed beams. Living room with elm furniture,
exposed stone wall, ‘living flame’ electric fire, TV/DVD/video, CD player;
very well fitted kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-
freezer, gas hob, electric oven) with table/chairs; back lobby with
washing machine, tumble drier; downstairs loo (washbasin). Stairs
(stairgates) up to two bedrooms: one spacious double plus single bed
with shower cubicle, one twin; pretty décor in both, low windows with
safety catches. Bathroom (suite).

All taken together, the country house, farmhouse and cottage can
accommodate 24. Price reductions for smaller parties in low
season.

Hennock: little village (good food
pub), on the south-east edge of
the Dartmoor National Park, with
immense views, almost to the
sea. Bovey Tracey (large village),
2 miles; leisure centre (indoor
pool), 4; fishing reservoirs, outdoor pool, tennis, golf, riding stables, 2 miles; open moor, about 5; the sea at
Teignmouth/Shaldon (see pages 71 and 72) or Dawlish, 7, or Torbay (see page 67), 10. 

… ½ mile from Hennock towards Bovey Tracey, a fine, Georgian country house (Grade II listed) with farmhouse attached
on one side and cottage the other, steeped in family history since the 1780s when life was somewhat slower. Splendidly sited,
long farmland views from most front windows, 50 acre organic farm to wander, and woodland walk with badgers (farm map
provided). They share a large, sunny, south-facing enclosed front garden and, at the back, big playing lawn with swings, climbing
frame, sandpit, gas barbecue (small extra charge). Nearby, ducks, chickens, rabbits, and Max, Duke and Rockey, the donkeys,
who love to nibble a carrot. Small pool table, table tennis, darts, ride-on toys and dressing up box in big, rustic games barn. ‘Larder
shop’ with fresh farm eggs, organic vegetables (in season), homemade cakes, scones, local honey and farm-produced sausages
and bacon (available to you only). Professional catering and ready meals available. Additional baby equipment (pushchair,
monitor etc) available (extra). Grand atmosphere.

The country house is full of history, a fine example of the period – stately quarters/servants’ quarters, big beautiful reception
rooms, open fires, stucco ceilings, original pine shutters, good staircase and acres of space. It has been refurbished, with much
of its original furniture retained, and is warm. Big hall with pictures of the owners’ ancestors. An enormous walk-in open fire in
the lovely dining room with table – you can’t stretch across it – seating 14, sofa, chairs, tulipwood side-tables; elegant, stucco-
ceilinged drawing room with woodburner, window seat, TV/DVD/video and CD player; fitted pine kitchen with dishwasher,
microwave, Rayburn, double oven gas range, larder fridge, TV; utility room (washing machine, tumble drier, fridge-freezer,
another sink); downstairs loo. Upstairs, five bedrooms on the first floor, three of them at the front (view): a huge double (French-
style 6’ bed), another large room with zip-linkable twin beds (or 6’ double) plus additional single, and a single room; bathroom
(suite plus bath-shower); at the back of the house, two single rooms, one with en suite bathroom (bath, washbasin); shower-room
(suite). On the second floor, three bedrooms - two very large, low-ceilinged doubles (one with Art Deco furniture, the other with
antiques/family mementos), and a small single.

The whole house is a joy, in the same family for centuries, could not be more suitable for large family parties. With the
farmhouse (above right) can sleep 19 (interconnecting door: utility room to kitchen). Daily cleaning (extra) by arrangement.
Farmer-owners live a mile away. Logs included. Cautionary Deposit £250.
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Haytor Vale: attractive hamlet of cottages adjacent
to old good food pub, sheltered by the massive
outcrop of Haytor (stunning views from top across
the whole of Devon). Bovey Tracey, 3 miles.
Widecombe-in-the-Moor (see right), 5 miles. 

... at the foot of Haytor, less than ½ mile from Haytor Vale, two semi-detached, ‘upside
down’ stone cottages with super long views all the way to the coast. A gate from the
moorland road opens into a shared lawn and shrub garden (picnic table) with room for
parking. Nearest shop for basics, Ilsington (1½ miles).

Apple Cottage is roomy, very well done, attractive and comfortable. Two steps up to the
front door; hall; two downstairs bedrooms – a pretty double and a zip-linkable twin;
fully tiled bathroom (suite plus bath-shower); washer-drier in cupboard. Stairs up to light,
airy living room (stairgate) with exposed roof beams, sofa bed, ‘living flame’ gas fire, great
views of Haytor and lovely long views as far as the coast on clear days; farmhouse-style
fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, Rangemaster cooker, fridge-freezer) with big
table/chairs in the middle, butler sink and excellent views. TV/DVD. Own enclosed shrub
garden to the side. A smashing cosy cottage in the heart of the moor.

Haytor
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Ludgate Cottage is  newly refurbished, smart and
comfortable. Two steps up to front door; hall (washer-drier
in cupboard); two light and airy downstairs bedrooms - a pretty double (5’ bed), and
a twin; bathroom (suite plus bath-power-shower). Oak floors throughout downstairs.
Stairs (stairgate) up to light, spacious living room with exposed roof beams, TV/DVD,
iPod dock/radio, books/games  and lovely long views; oak fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer, range cooker) with black granite
worktops, laminate floor and oak table/chairs. Own pretty south-facing garden. Cosy
and comfortable. Great location for walking, cycling and exploring the moor
and surrounding areas.
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Widecombe-in-the-Moor:
Dartmoor’s most famous
village. Beautiful position in
deep farmed valley between
steep tor-topped hills; good food
pub, splendid church, pretty
round it. Fair (Uncle Tom Cobley
and all) in September. Excellent
walking base for the moor’s
most spectacular part; riding
stables. The sea (Torbay, see
page 67), 19 miles.

… in a sheltered cup in the moor
(trees, stream) beside almost traffic-
free lane (moorland ponies use it
more than cars), 1½ miles from
Widecombe and 3 from Dartmeet,
two granite cottages, attached to
the friendly owners’ farmhouse. You
are welcome on the farm (47 acres
with cows, horses, poultry), and the
Two Moors Way footpath passes by,
leading in ¼ mile to the West
Webburn river. You can follow it to
Buckfastleigh (see page 148), or
even to Exmoor. Pony-trekking
locally. Dartmoor Expedition Centre,
1 mile. Washing machine and
tumble drier in tack room next door.
Spring water.

Dashel Cottage (arrow 1) is end-of-row and has its own paved
patio and small garden at the back. Inside it is on three levels,
all comfortably furnished. On the ground floor, living/dining/fitted
kitchen (dishwasher, microwave) with French windows to
patio, polished oak floor, some exposed granite walls and large
granite fireplace (woodburner), TV/DVD/video. Stairs up to first
floor with double bedroom and bathroom (suite plus hand-
shower); more stairs up to second floor and a twin bedroom (6’
beam and some sloping ceilings, limited clothes hanging space,
small double futon for alternative sleeping). Stairgates. Logs
included.

Brimble Cottage (arrow 2) has 
its own large, paved/cobbled patio
and well-kept flower beds. 
Inside, comfortable and well 
done with some exposed granite
walls. Living/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave) with
French windows to patio, polished
beech floor and piano (tuned);
stairs up to three bedrooms
(stairgate) - two double (one with
additional single bed) and a twin
(limited clothes hanging space);
shower-room (suite). TV/DVD/video.
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DARTMOOR: at the foot of Haytor . . .    . . . Tom Cobley at Widecombe Fair

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. . . bouldered, pooled and tree-lined river . . .    . . . most magical place

Postbridge

Ponsworthy: tiny farming village in lanes (ford) in the
valley of the bouldered, pooled and tree-lined little West
Webburn river. Lovely woodland walks beside the river

and to tors and moorland. Poundsgate (good food pub), 1½ miles; Dartmeet (see page 146), 2; Widecombe
(see left), 2½; Ashburton (see page 147), 6; the sea/beaches, about 18. Riding stables nearby. 

... in Ponsworthy, a charming, 17th cent., semi-detached granite cottage, welcoming and cosy. Inside, living room with big
granite open fire, TV/video; fitted kitchen with breakfast bar, woodburner, microwave; dining room with more beams, pretty
dresser. Tiled hallway with washing machine and tumble drier neatly fitted into a cupboard. Downstairs shower-room (suite)
with attractive tumbled marble tiles. Stairs up from living room to two bedrooms - a double, and a pretty room with two single
beds (wardrobe space on landing) - and very smart bathroom (suite plus hand-shower) with most attractive use of wood. At the
back, steps lead up to the enclosed, sloping lawned garden (carpeted in snowdrops in early spring) with table and benches under
an old apple tree, wonderful for al fresco meals in summer. Delightful, off the beaten track.
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Postbridge: tiny oasis of a village (pub, shop/PO)
in a shallow valley in the very middle of Dartmoor
beside the East Dart River (clapper bridge, see
left). Golf, 8 miles. Plymouth and nearest beach,
19; Exeter, 20. 

... tucked at the end of a private track, about ½ mile from shop and pub in Postbridge, the wing of a Victorian farmhouse
surrounded by mature trees and granite, moss-covered walls, and beyond, moorland pasture and the crystal clear East Dart
River (small trout fishing). At the back (not immediately outside the wing), a tree-sheltered large lawn and shrub garden shared
with the farming owners; to the front, a footpath leading to the village and pub (about 5 minutes, but remember the torch!).

Steps up to front door; large, comfy open-plan living/dining/kitchen with huge granite inglenook (woodburner),
TV/DVD/video, neat fitted kitchen area (washer-drier, microwave, freezer, CD player). Stairs (stairgates) from the living area
up to landing and two bedrooms: a double with lovely views of Hartland Tor and TV, and a twin. Bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower and hand-shower). Wonderfully private spot, excellent for walkers, horses accommodated.

… and 3 miles from Postbridge, in one of the most magical places on Dartmoor is an ancient farmhouse to 563 acres. It is
sheltered by fir trees, and one of the equally ancient stone barns has been newly (2009) converted into a little ‘upside down’
house. Tin mining and sheep farming have moulded the landscape for thousands of years – now a stunning oasis of serene
wildness. Leave the car, put on your boots and walk for miles (pub about a mile) in any direction, or arrange with friendly world-
travelled owner to ride out on one of her horses, or drive in a carriage drawn by Hector! Also popular spot for mountain biking.

Inside is smart, colourful and comfy with some low beams and lintels. Ramp up to door (5’6” lintel) to hall, fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge, freezer, gas cooker), two bedrooms – a double with en suite shower-
room (suite), and a twin. Shower-room (suite). Stairs (stairlift) up to  living/dining room with TV/DVD/video, sofa bed,
floorboards/rugs and long, lovely moorland views. Spring water. Electricity by generator. Friendly cats. DIY stabling by
arrangement. No children under 3, except pre-crawling babies. Fabulous chill-out place.
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Dartmeet: where the East and West Dart rivers meet in a beautiful moorland/wooded valley. Car park and café
where the road bridges the river, but beyond is some of Dartmoor’s most glorious scenery. Pub and riding stables,
1 mile; Poundsgate (good pub), 2½; Ashburton (see page 147), 8; Tavistock (good shops, see page 124), 12;
sea/beaches (south coast), about 20.

Brimpts Farm is set on the hillside above Dartmeet,
spectacularly positioned amid trees looking across the deep
valley to open moorland and tors. It is one of five ancient
tenements of the moor. In 1307 it passed to the Duchy of
Cornwall. For more than 30 years it has been farmed by the
same Dartmoor family. The 700 acres of forests, tors, stone
circles, East Dart river and open moor are traditionally farmed
(mainly beef - pedigree South Devons) and the owners have
received a wildlife habitat award from Prince Charles, as well as
farm diversification and food producer awards. Cream teas have
been available in the farmhouse since 1914. As the Visitors’
Book of 1933-1947 catalogues, even in the war people found
holiday refuge at Brimpts.

Half a mile of concrete drive leads to it. Across the yard from the
farmhouse is a huge, L-shaped, detached, traditional barn
(once a hay store, granary, shippen) with superb views which
has been converted into accommodation for as many as 32
people if you are prepared to bunk up, otherwise for 20 very
comfortably in ten double or twin bedrooms, all en suite.

Part of the joy of staying here is the range of activities which
are available to you (extra). Most popular are the farm tours
by Landrover, but there is also climbing and abseiling
instruction on the 30’ high climbing tower, guided walks,
mountain biking tours or orienteering. Pony riding can be
arranged. All this is set in the most beautiful of countryside. 

If you prefer more gentle recreation, the farm has a number of
waymarked, scenic walks, including a biodiversity trail, and for
the more adventurous, long walks start from the farm across
Dartmoor to tors or down the Dart towards Ashburton. Indoor
facilities at Brimpts also include a large hot tub and sauna for
relaxing, an efficient drying room, and a games room with table
tennis and pool table (extra).

The accommodation: in front of the barn are enclosed,
sheltered and south-facing decking (picnic tables, barbecue)
and a courtyard. The main entrance is into a huge room (35’ x

20.5’) with ceiling to the apex and glass doors to a balustrade overlooking the terrace. This is the living/dining room with a
woodburner, 2 TVs/DVD/video and many sofas, tables/chairs, drinks fridge, and can be a conference room. Off it is a small,
efficient, stainless steel commercial kitchen with dishwashers, microwave, fridge-freezer (no grill); hall and disabled
loo/washbasin; and there is a large hall/lounge area with TV point. Upstairs, a large bedroom with four single beds and en suite
shower-room (suite), which can also be used as a sitting or TV room if preferred. Utility room (washing machine, tumble
drier). Downstairs are three more bedrooms: a twin with en suite bathroom (suite with corner bath and separate shower suitable
for wheelchair users), a room with two single beds and en suite shower-room (suite), and a double with en suite shower-room
(suite); and across the patio a door leads (same building, separate entrance) to a large glazed hall and two upstairs bedrooms
- a twin and a room with two single beds and bunks, both with en suite shower-rooms (suites) - and two downstairs bedrooms
- double and twin with en suite shower-rooms (suites); and a few more yards away (again separate outside entrance) are two
more bedrooms - a room with two single beds and a double, both with en suite shower-rooms (suites).

Ten bedrooms in all, four in the main barn, four across the paved terrace, two more private. One bedroom is suitable for
wheelchair users and has the only en suite bathroom (suite plus shower), the others all have shower-rooms. Some
bedrooms are reached by going outside, but never more than 20 yards. All are in the same building. 

This is an outstanding place for large groups, family gatherings; brilliant
gentle or tough activity opportunities; or you can do nothing much in one of
Dartmoor’s most beautiful parts. Full or partial catering is available, also
conference facilities (projection screen, overhead projectors, flipcharts, etc.).
Extra charge for heating (meter reading). Cautionary Deposit £150. Arrival
after 4pm.
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. . . for walkers or scenery-lovers . . .    . . . woods and fields to explore

Dartmeet (see page 146):

... about 200 yards up the hillside from Dartmeet, hidden
amid fine trees about 100 yards (private drive) from the
road and from the river, a handsome stone cottage built

in 1906 by a gin baron for his gardener, attached to another cottage (built for the chauffeur). Very secluded. Twelve acres of
woods and meadows (bluebells in spring) to explore, stretching to the river (private salmon/trout fishing), and direct access
to the moor. Garden in front (dolls’ house full of toys) and large meadow area at the back with patio (table/chairs, barbecue).

Inside, attractive and comfortable. Porch; hall; good-sized living room (woodburner); ante-room/children’s room; fitted
kitchen/dining room (fridge-freezer, washing machine, microwave, CD player). Upstairs, three bedrooms - big double (6’ bed)
with 3 steps up to en suite shower-room (suite), double (access to one side of bed) with 3 steps up to en suite bathroom (suite
plus hand-shower), and 2 steps down to a little single (use of en suite bathrooms only). Game or rough shooting by arrangement.
TV/DVD/video. Superb situation for walkers or just lazy scenery-lovers.
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Ashburton: ancient, busy little town on
Dartmoor’s edge. Within 4 miles is the moor’s
most spectacular part (around Buckland, Widecombe, Manaton - see pages 144 and 140); within 2 miles, a
beautiful stretch of the River Dart leading to Dartmeet (see page 146), and an ‘adventure park’ (for all ages).
Buckfast Abbey, 4 miles; Totnes (attractive old town), 8; the sea at Torbay, 12. 

… about ½ mile east of Ashburton (1½ miles by car), a detached, single-storey house beautifully converted from outbuildings,
100’ from the owners’ house. There are 3 acres of serene landscaped garden which you are welcome to roam, full of interesting
shrubs and plants, a small lake enjoyed by wildfowl and a further 9 acres of meadow. To the front and side of the house is a
large area of decking (table/chairs, barbecue) looking to the lake and garden. Inside, smart, stylish and thoroughly well done.
French windows into spacious living room (woodburner, CD player) with oak floors and high vaulted ceiling; fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, ceramic hob/double oven) with beech worktops, dining area and breakfast bar; utility room with
washing machine and tumble drier. Two bedrooms - a double looking to garden and lake with en suite bathroom (suite with
roll-top bath plus hand-shower), and a twin with en suite shower-room (suite with double power-shower). TV/DVD. Close to
renowned cookery school. A superbly relaxing place.
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… about 1½ miles south-east of Ashburton and within a mile of a
country pub, a large, detached, Grade II listed, mid-18th cent. house
standing in 20 acres with fine long rural views out over a large pond.
Immediately outside is an enclosed patio area (tables/chairs),  and
beyond there are woods and fields for you to explore and for youngsters
to burn off energy. Small children should be supervised.

Inside has seen a lot of recent renovation and there are some lovely
oak floors and, typical of such houses, a main staircase and back stairs.

Front door to hall; living room with marble fireplace (open fire),
TV/Sky/DVD and piano; dining room with beautiful old table and marble
fireplace (open fire); kitchen (dishwasher, microwave) with original
slightly uneven slate floor and table/chairs; boiler/utility room with
washing machine, tumble drier and fridge-freezer. Downstairs loo
(washbasin). Narrow stairs lead up to a small den with games, dressing
up box, TV/DVD, Xbox, CD player/iPod dock.

From hall, main stairs up to four bedrooms – a double with old French bed, fine original fireplace (ornamental) and beautiful en
suite shower-room (suite), another double with original fireplace (ornamental); a twin, and one with two single beds; bathroom
(suite). More stairs up to huge, beautifully converted attic room with double and two single beds, 5’9” beams and splendid en
suite bathroom (suite with roll-top bath) plus walk-in separate shower. Two truckle beds can be added to this room if required,
making it a brilliant room if all the youngsters want to sleep together.

To one side of the house is a games barn (table tennis, table football, darts, keep fit equipment). Fifty yards away the friendly
owners have converted another barn for their own dwelling. Spring water. Professional catering and ready meals available.
Cautionary Deposit £150. Great family house, a peaceful get-away-from-it-all haven, whilst within easy reach of
Dartmoor and beaches at Torbay.
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Buckfastleigh: pleasant little old town beside the River Dart and
Buckfast Abbey, close to Dartmoor. Outdoor swimming pool. Dart
Valley steam railway. Butterfly and otter sanctuary. 4 miles to Holne en
route to the moor, 6 to Totnes (attractive old town, summer boat trips
to Dartmouth; Torbay (seaside, see page 67), 12.  A good base. 

… a dear little cottage in a mews, well off the main street in Buckfastleigh. Fair-
sized town garden with lawn/patio. Inside, good-sized fitted kitchen/dining room
(dishwasher, microwave, glass door to garden); comfy living room with ‘living
flame‘ gas fire (TV/DVD/video, CD player); utility room (washer-drier, freezer);
downstairs loo. Upstairs, three bedrooms - one double (TV), and two singles
(wooden floors/rugs); bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Parking for one car at
the end of the narrow mews. Immediate surroundings a bit uninspiring, but a
good, convenient base for Dartmoor and the South Hams.
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… also in Buckfastleigh, just 100 yards to shops, cafés and pubs, one of a
number of attractive modern little houses built around a pretty garden
courtyard. A little brook tumbles past at the back with the private car park just
beyond. Inside, comfy and welcoming with front door from courtyard to hall
(loo/washbasin); living/dining room (TV/DVD) with handsome stone fireplace
(‘living flame’ gas fire); neat fitted kitchen (washer-drier, microwave, fridge-
freezer, electric oven/gas hob). Stairs from living room up to two bedrooms –
a double with en suite shower-room (suite), and a room with two single beds;
bathroom (suite plus hand-shower). This is a really good base for
touring/walking the moors, or visiting the beaches in Torbay.
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… in Buckfastleigh, one of a dear little terrace of 18th cent.
cottages, built for mill workers. A few yards of hardcore lane lead
to it. At the back, a neat, suntrap paved courtyard garden with
table/chairs. Inside, lots of character and quirkiness
complemented by the artist-owner’s flair and style. Living/dining
room with lots of beams and inglenook (gas ‘living flame’ stove);
fitted kitchen (washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer) with
door to garden (steps down). Stairs from living room up to landing
and a double bedroom with pretty views of town/hills; bathroom
(suite plus bath-shower). From landing, sliding door to half-ladder
steps up to attic room with low vaulted ceiling beams and two
single beds. TV/DVD. Brilliant for Dartmoor and coast.
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Landscove/Woolston Green: small village
(good pub, excellent playground, tea rooms)
round a green in lovely hilly, wooded, rich
farmland, 2½ miles from Buckfastleigh (see
left), 4½ from Totnes (attractive old town).
