






Flushing: exceptionally pretty, unspoilt and
peaceful village (colour-washed cottages,
church, small shops, two pubs, quay
restaurant, beside the Penryn River
estuary, looking across boat-busy water to
Falmouth (see page 178). 17th cent. Dutch
people founded it. Slipway. Pedestrian ferry
to Falmouth (by car, about 3½ miles);
famous Pandora Inn, 2½ miles. 

... in Flushing, a ‘neat as a pin’, late Georgian terraced cottage, beautifully renovated and excellent. At the back, a tiny 
decked area with table/chairs and barbecue, and footpath to back lane. Front door from pavement into surprisingly large 
open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen (washing machine, microwave), all very smart with woodburner, slate floor/rugs, TV/DVD,
CD player and back door to decked area; downstairs bathroom (suite plus hand-shower). Steepish stairs up to two bedrooms
– a double (sleigh bed with footboard) with en suite shower-room (suite), and one with two single beds. Warm, comfy, lovely
cottage.
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… and right on the quayside in Flushing, a detached
house with stunning views across the harbour to
Falmouth. Steps (yours) immediately in front of the
house lead down to the water. Boats can be hired
and delivered (by arrangement), or you can just sit
by your window and enjoy watching them drift by. A
small yard to one side is a useful area for drying
beach towels and clothes.

Inside, the house is well furnished. A pretty little cobbled path leads to the entrance
at the side. Living room with ornamental Victorian fireplace, TV/DVD, video and
view across the water; kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer) divided
from the dining room by a breakfast bar; utility room (washer-drier) with door to
small yard, useful for wetsuits, bicycles etc. Upstairs, three bedrooms: master
double at the front with French windows to balustrade  (lovely view), a twin
bedroom and, leading off it, a children’s small bunk room (2’6” beds, limited clothes
hanging space). Bathroom (suite plus separate shower). Cautionary Deposit £60.
A great base for beaches and places to visit, or for just doing nothing and
enjoying the views.
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… close to the waterfront in Flushing, close to the coastal paths,
village shop, quaysides and beach, a dear little terraced cottage with
lovely views across the water to Falmouth. Small suntrap garden
sheltered by shrubs and climbers with patio area (table/chairs).

Tiled porch; country-style kitchen with tiled floor, Aga (available
October to March), additional cooker, washing machine, microwave
and door to garden; pretty blue and white dining room (TV); downstairs
double bedroom. Upstairs, living room with extended bay window
(window seats) giving 180 degree views (splendid sunsets over the
water), TV/DVD, CD player; another double bedroom looking over
garden; bathroom (bath, bath-shower, washbasin); separate loo
(washbasin). Cautionary Deposit £60. Small boat launching facility
close by. A little gem.
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… also close to the waterfront in Flushing, a pretty
terraced cottage with views across the water, one of a
group of five similar cottages facing the sea and fronted
by a shared, walled and gated lawn.

Inside, lots of thoughtful and welcoming touches. Entrance through stable
doors. Living/dining room (TV/DVD, CD player) with window seat overlooking the
lawn and estuary and French windows to small patio; small, well-fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave) with stable doors to the patio; outdoor utility room
(washing machine, tumble drier). Upstairs, three bedrooms: a double and
a children’s small bunk room (clothes storage space on landing) at the front with the
view, and a room with two single beds. Off a half-landing, good-sized bathroom
(suite plus separate shower cubicle). Cautionary Deposit £60. No pets during
High Season weeks. A visitors’ mooring is sometimes available (by arrangement).
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... ½ mile from the centre of Falmouth, 500 yards from the yachting
marina, an excellent apartment looking over the boat-filled Penryn River
estuary to pretty Flushing village (superb views), the penthouse (all of
the second floor) of an Edwardian house in a road of similar houses.
Shared front lawn garden, small courtyard at back. Inside, modern, light
and spacious with wood floors and comfortable leather furniture.
Living/dining/fitted kitchen with 180 degree estuary, sea and harbour
views from big windows, TV/DVD; kitchen area fitted in ash (dishwasher,
washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer, split-level electric oven and
gas hob, breakfast bar). Glazed doors to large hall/landing (steep stairs
down to front door). Three bedrooms - a twin (TV) and a double (TV),
both with en suite shower-room (suite), and a master double with large
double glazed doors to balcony (table/chairs), panoramic views over
water, TV and connecting door to bathroom (suite plus separate shower
- a lovely large room with marble steps up to large sunken bath with its
own harbour view). No smoking on balcony. No children under 10,
except pre-crawling babies. Excellent place to stay at any time of
the year.
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… and in a quiet part of Falmouth, just a stroll from
shops, good restaurants and sandy beaches
(Swanpool and Gyllyngvase Beaches, 2 to 5 minutes’
walk) and close to the coastal paths, a comfortable, private apartment on the first floor of a private house, with wonderful
views across gardens to Falmouth Bay and out to sea. You have your own pretty terraced garden (table/chairs, gas barbecue).

External steps lead up to your porch; good-sized hall for coats/wellies/beach paraphernalia; living/dining room (TV/DVD/video,
CD player) with picture window for those lovely views; small, fitted galley kitchen (washer-drier, microwave). Two bedrooms:
a double with view over the garden, and a twin looking out to sea. Bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). The friendly owners live
unobtrusively in the main house, but are delighted to advise on fares, days out etc when requested. Cautionary Deposit £60.
Golf close by.
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Falmouth (pictured page 179):
large town, port and resort, beside
one of the world’s most beautiful
natural harbours, Carrick Roads -
the heart of wooded-creek Cornwall.
Brilliant place for sailing/boating,
beaches, sightseeing or garden-
visiting (Glendurgan, Trebah).
Sheltered sandy and rock pool
beaches, yachts/boats (ferries,
creek cruises), National Maritime
Museum, small shops, galleries,
restaurants. Golf, tennis. Port
Navas (see page 182), 5 miles. 

… about 2 minutes’ walk from the shops
and restaurants in Falmouth, on the water’s edge at Packet Quays, an
excellent apartment with spectacular views over the Fal estuary to
Trefusis Point, St Mawes and beyond. Large walled patio (flower tubs)
with raised decking (table/chairs) to take advantage of those views.

From the front door, steps down to living/dining room (TV/DVD, CD
player) with glass doors to patio; well-equipped galley-style kitchen
(microwave, fridge-freezer). Stairs up to mezzanine double
bedroom with sea views, and bathroom (suite plus hand-shower).
TV/DVD. Cautionary Deposit £60. A peaceful retreat at any time of
year.

The view
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CORNWALL’S MED: Falmouth’s natural harbour . . .    . . . view from the bath

… in Falmouth, and also just a short walk from the cafés, shops and galleries, an elegant,
terraced, three-storey town house with wonderful views across the water to Flushing and
across the estuary to Trefusis Point and St Mawes. At the back, a suntrap patio with steps down
to a lower terrace (children take care); at the front, a bench for early sun and morning coffee.

On the ground floor, dining room with sea views; spacious kitchen (microwave, fridge-freezer);
utility room (washing machine, tumble drier); loo (washbasin). On the first floor, living room
(TV/DVD) with bay window for time-wasting views of boats drifting by, and, off the hall, door to
patio. On the second floor, two bedrooms: a double (5’ bed, TV) with the view, and a twin (2’6”
beds or zip-linkable to 5’ double). Bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).

No children under 5 (terraced garden). Cautionary Deposit £60. S210 (see above) sleeping
2 is nearby, so both properties can be booked by one party looking for occasional independence.
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. . . pretty fresh water pool . . .    CORNWALL’S MED. . . oyster fishing fleet

Swanpool: a few houses round a pretty,
sheltered sandy beach with café,
restaurant and car park on the very edge
of Falmouth (see page 178); behind, the
pretty fresh water pool (with swans) after
which the hamlet is named. An easy walk
(about 20 minutes) into Falmouth along
the coastal path. Golf, ½ mile.

... overlooking Swanpool beach with
magnificent views and within 30 yards of the
sand is this semi-detached house. The
friendly owners built it themselves and live in
the other half. Patios (barbecue, table/chairs)
and terraces (steps) almost down to the sea,
with the lowest terrace a secluded suntrap
shielded by vegetation - a little grass and
tender plants in this warm and sheltered part
of Cornwall. Sixteen steps down to entrance.
Inside, large sun lounge with wooden ceiling,
huge picture windows and door to terrace leads
into comfy open-plan living/dining room (‘living

flame’ gas fire, TV/DVD/video, CD player, videos, books, CDs) and smartly fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine,
combi-microwave, freezer, gas hob). Downstairs, two double bedrooms, one an internal room and the other with en suite
shower-room (suite), and another separate bathroom (suite plus separate shower). Upstairs, two further bedrooms - small
double, and a room with a single and captain’s cabin bed and space for a further camp bed (for children); shower-room (suite).
A delightful place: warm, comfy, excellent at any time of year.
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Mylor: creek-side village (shops, good food
pub, PO, church) with historic harbour (sailing

tuition/boat hire, restaurants/cafés on waterfront) in a network of creeks and rivers (fish, birds, sometimes seals
and dolphins), 1 mile from Flushing (see page 177). Last oyster fishing fleet under sail in Europe. Lovely walks.
Falmouth (see page 178), 4 miles. Truro (see page 173), 8.

… just over ½ mile from Mylor harbour, with spectacular, panoramic views of the Carrick Roads and Roseland Peninsula, a
pretty, 19th cent., detached cottage, peacefully situated and some distance away from the owner’s house. Grassy paddock
for sitting out, solitude and enjoying the view.

Three steps up to the front door. Inside, renovated to a high standard and comfortable. Well-equipped kitchen/dining room
(dishwasher, microwave);  small step down to living room with panoramic views, double doors to terrace, sofa bed,
TV/DVD/video, CD player; double bedroom (5’ bed) with French windows to cobbled sitting out area (table/chairs); shower-room
(suite) with washer-drier. Spring water. Cautionary Deposit £60. A peaceful retreat in an oasis of calm.
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Maenporth: romantic, spectacular cove beach with
wooded cliffs managed by the Maenporth Estate with

scuba school, beachside café and bar/restaurant. Mawnan Smith
(see page 181), 1 mile. Falmouth (see page 178), 2¼ miles.
Watersports, golf, riding and fishing available locally; many
beautiful gardens within easy reach. 

... on the hillside above the beach, the Maenporth Estate is an extremely
well maintained development with indoor heated swimming pool, sauna,
jacuzzi, table tennis, pool table and two tennis courts in 29 acres of
excellent landscaped gardens with large barbecue area and children’s
play area, all for your use. (No caravans, camper vans, vans or commercial
vehicles permitted on the site.)

... within the Maenporth Estate, a semi-detached house, very comfortably furnished and immaculately maintained. Although
the gardens are communally owned, clever use of hedges and flowering shrubs gives a good level of privacy. Hall; shower-room
(suite with large shower); light and fresh open-plan living/dining/neat fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave,
fridge-freezer) with TV/DVD/video and French windows to private patio and lawns. Upstairs, two bedrooms – a double with
pretty view, and a twin; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Extra charge for heating up to 23 April and from 22 October.
An excellent all-year-round base for walking, leisure activities and lovely gardens.

Pool for S23 & S24
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.... also within the Maenporth Estate and with the same leisure facilities, an 
end-of-terrace house with stunning cove/sea views. Hall; shower-room (suite,
power-shower); very attractive and well presented open-plan living/dining/newly
fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer) with electric
‘living flame’ fire, comfy sofas, TV/DVD, glazed doors to balcony (table/chairs) and
gorgeous views (pictured above). Stairs up to three bedrooms – a double
(views), a twin, and a single; bathroom (suite plus bath-power-shower). All very
well done. Sleeps 5, including babies.

... and on the cliffs (see arrow above, not part of the
Maenporth Estate), just 500 yards above Maenporth
beach and the coastal footpath, a recently constructed,
spacious and light first floor apartment (one of 9) with
panoramic countryside and long sea views towards
Falmouth. Smart, contemporary living/dining/kitchen with
glossy white units and dark granite worktops
(dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-
freezer), pale soft leather suite, TV/DVD, iPod dock,
books, games, DVDs, and light oak floors throughout.
Ceiling-high, sliding glazed doors to balcony with ‘high-
rise’ furniture to enjoy the views. Two bedrooms – a
double (5’ bed) with en suite shower-room (suite), and a
twin (zip-linkable to 6’ double). Bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower). Great location and views.

Maenporth
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. . . fine gardens to visit . . .    . . . footpath to unspoilt cove

Mawnan Smith: village (good food pub, useful
shops/PO) a mile from the sea at the mouth of the
beautiful Helford River. Falmouth (see page 178),
3½ miles. Wonderful walks; beautiful Trebah and
Glendurgan Gardens, about 1 mile.

… 2 miles from Mawnan Smith, a self-contained part of a big house. Brilliant position for visiting many fine gardens (four
within a 3 mile radius) and Helford Passage. Use of owners’ large, extremely well kept garden (table/chairs) full of interesting
shrubs, flowers, lily pond and productive kitchen garden. Side door to tiled hall (for coats/boots) at the far end of which is a
room with shared washing machine. Entrance door from hall to pretty double bedroom with en suite shower-room (suite). Stairs
up to comfy living/dining/kitchen (microwave) with lovely, long rural views. TV/DVD. No children or babies. Argal Reservoir
(coarse fishing, walks), 15 minute walk.
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... and about ½ a mile from Mawnan Smith, along
a pretty country lane, is Trerose Farm Cottage,
attached to the 250 year old farmhouse of a 200
acre dairy/beef farm, in the same family for
generations and home to a young friendly farming
couple. Coastal footpaths from the doorstep. The
cottage has its own enclosed garden (picnic
table/chairs, barbecue) and distant views of
Falmouth Bay. Hall; living room with woodburner
in stone fireplace, TV/DVD; farmhouse-style fitted
kitchen/dining room (washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer) with views of garden. Downstairs bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower). Stairs from living room up to two bedrooms - a double, and a twin with sea glimpses through trees. Useful shed for
surfboards/bikes. ½ mile to Durgan beach on the Helford estuary or 10 minute walk to an excellent rock pool beach.
Cosy, well-equipped cottage; good location for walkers and families.
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… about a mile from Mawnan Smith, along
a pretty tree-lined no through lane, in an
Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, is a
detached lodge to a splendid country
house with uninterrupted sea views. It is
surrounded by 6½ acres of level gardens

and grounds with large wildlife pond and formal fountain pool. You have your own
sunny patio (furniture) and lawn, and you are welcome to enjoy all the grounds
(abundant wildlife), from the ‘secret garden’ sheltered by tall hedges, to the field
leading to the coastal footpath (unspoilt Prisk Cove, 1∕3 mile) and picnic table
with fabulous views over Falmouth Bay.

From the lane, a sweeping drive leads up to the lodge; door to hall and living/dining
room with long, lovely garden views, woodburner, TV/DVD and French windows
to garden; excellent oak fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, fridge-freezer,
microwave); two bedrooms - a  double (5’ four-poster bed) next to a smart
bathroom (suite), and one with two single beds with en suite shower-room (suite).
External door at back to coat/boot drying room. No children under 10. Cautionary
Deposit £100. Great chill-out place for peace and quiet.
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… also a mile from Mawnan Smith, in a sheltered
south-facing valley, a detached single-storey
cottage, once a barn. Own entrance and gravelled
drive, totally private from friendly owners’ home
next door. Pretty, well-kept garden to the front and raised, private decked area
(table/chairs, barbecue) to the side, great for afternoon/evening sun.

Inside, all  recently done. Small bridge over stream to stable doors into
comfortable living/dining room (TV/DVD, CD player); smart, cream kitchen
(dishwasher, fridge-freezer, microwave); shower-room (suite); and double
bedroom, fresh and light with original lofty ceilings. Shared use of owners’
washing machine and tumble drier in outbuilding. Included is temporary
membership of Port Navas (see page 182) Sailing Club (2 miles, bar/restaurant)
– mooring/boat hire by arrangement with owners. Spring water. Great spot -
beaches, gardens, sailing and walks all nearby. No children.
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Halvosso: hamlet of cottages and farms 4 miles
west of Falmouth (see page 178). Gweek and its
famous seal sanctuary, 5 miles. Port Navas (see
below) and the stunningly beautiful Helford
Passage, 6 miles. Nat. Trust Trebah and
Glendurgan Gardens and golf, 4 miles. Helston
(see page 213), 7 miles. 

… in Halvosso, deep in flower-filled hedgerow lanes, one of a row of four stone/slate Victorian quarrymen’s cottages. More
geese and ducks waddle past than vehicles. This cottage has been totally renovated to provide smart, modern comfort with
lovely long meadow views to the sea from upstairs. At the front, a neat little walled garden; at the back, a pretty private
enclosed garden with patio (table/chairs) and lights. Living/dining room with oak floor, Welsh dresser, handsome granite inglenook
(woodburner), TV/DVD, CD player/iPod dock, ceiling beams, leather sofas and window seat; fitted kitchen (slimline dishwasher,
washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer) with slate floor, ceramic sink and slate surrounds. Stairs (stairgate) up to two
bedrooms – a double with those views, and a single with pull-out truckle (2’6’’ bed); bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
Excellent cottage.
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Chestnut Cottage is a smaller,
cosier, traditional cottage behind
The Jolly Sailor (see S411, above).
Comfortable living room with big
granite fireplace (woodburner),
TV/DVD, low doorways (under 6’),
original beams, window seat 
and door to garden, off which 
light galley kitchen/dining room
(washing machine, microwave,
gas hob, electric oven, double
sink) in creams with door to
garden. Beach-inspired bathroom
(suite plus bath-shower). Upstairs,
two bedrooms - a lovely double (5’ bed) with uplighters and prints, and
twin with high window, CD player, iron beds and pretty linens. Behind the
cottage there is a sitting out area (table/chairs) and a path leads in 20
yards to your own separate garden (barbecue).

... a stone’s throw from the slipway in Port Navas,
at the head of the creek, two 18th cent., adjoining,

Grade ll listed cottages, superbly renovated; once a pub called
The Jolly Sailor. Behind lies a sunny, stream-bordered back garden
(tables/chairs, barbecue), games room (table tennis, tumble
drier). Both cottages are stylishly decorated and furnished to a high
standard, with local prints and artwork. Very small, summer-
opening charity shop attached.

The Jolly Sailor is part stone and cob and part slate-hung, with
sash windows and views over the front garden to the creek and
Sailing Club (free membership). Hall;  large living/dining room 
with comfy sofas, inglenook fireplace (woodburner),  TV/DVD, 
CD player; cloakroom (loo/washbasin). Country-style kitchen
(dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer,
Belfast sink). Stairs (rope rail) from the hall to three bedrooms -
double with walnut furniture, washbasin, CD player and creek
views, a pretty twin (washbasin), and one with ship’s cabin beds
(2’6”, no ladder, best for children). Bathroom (suite with step up to
deep, square Japanese bath plus bath-shower); shower-room (few
steps up to shower). Small enclosed front garden (barbecue) and
lawned area behind games room.
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Port Navas: beautiful creek-side hamlet,
completely unspoilt. Oyster farm. The
tidal creek leads into the Helford River,
and beside it a lane to Glendurgan and
Trebah Gardens and Helford Passage
(sandy beach, good pub, boat hire) where pedestrian ferry to Helford village (nice pub). Many other beaches
nearby. Constantine (nearest shops/good food pubs), 1½ miles; Falmouth (see page 178), 6. 

... in Port Navas, a former boathouse, now the whole of the top floor is yours to enjoy (ground floor remains a boat-
shed/garage); tiny garden (barbecue) behind. Mooring for boats up to 20’ straight in front. Inside, light, bright and very
smartly renovated. Outside steps lead to hall (washing machine). Large living room (woodburner)/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, fridge-freezer), all stylishly done in Norwegian pine with vaulted ceiling and French windows (lockable) to long,
wooden balcony (sensational views down the creek and of ‘messing about in boats’). Two pretty bedrooms: a double (5’ bed)
with en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), and a twin with en suite shower-room (suite). TV/DVD/video. Bar and meals
sometimes available at Port Navas Sailing Club (irregular opening times).
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Port Navas (see page 182):

... a mile from Port Navas is Calamansack, a hamlet
of cottages beside the broad Helford River, looking
over it and Frenchman’s Creek to wooded hillsides
and fields, almost buildingless; an infinitely peaceful
scene, excellent for birdwatchers. Lots of birds
(swans, curlews, buzzards, herons and egrets),
animals (foxes, badgers). Constantine (large village),
3½ miles. We let three properties here (see picture
right).

... in Calamansack down the same private lane as
S420 and S421 (see below and below right), and
similarly close to the river, a very pretty, detached,
stone cottage (arrow 1, right) with stunning views
over the river. Sun terrace (table/chairs, barbecue)
with steps to an acre of garden sloping down to the
water’s edge with own slipway to the side and almost
100’ of river frontage. Inside, glass doors to fitted kitchen with slate
floor, granite worktops, farmhouse sink, dishwasher, microwave,
fridge-freezer, kitchen table/chairs; downstairs cloak/utility room
(washing machine, tumble drier) and bathroom (suite plus hand-
shower and separate shower). The kitchen leads into good-sized
living room with dining table, glazed stable doors to terrace, granite
inglenook fireplace (woodburner), TV/DVD/video, superb views
of the river from each window. Stairs up to three bedrooms: step
up to master double with 5’ brass bed and en suite bathroom (suite
with bath-shower and hand-shower), twin (2’6” beds, zip-linkable,
only suitable for children aged 12 or under), and another double,
all overlooking the river. Sleeps maximum of 4 adults.

... and also in Calamansack, an old stone and cob,
semi-detached cottage (arrow 3, above) in a
wonderful position with uninterrupted views.
Paved courtyard (picnic table, flowers, herbs); granite
steps up to tiny ‘hideaway’ garden with seat
(river/boating views). In front, a lane leads to the shore with quiet, sheltered picnic spots beneath trees, and a slipway where
small boats can be launched. Farmhouse and three other old cottages (see S421 and S412, left) nearby.

Possibly once a fisherman’s cottage, and the owners’ holiday home for many years, the cottage has been enlarged and updated
to make a very comfortable family home. Living room with old stone open inglenook fireplace, beamed ceiling, grandfather
clock, paintings, TV/DVD, books: light with good-sized windows (wonderful river views across to Frenchman’s Creek). Dining
room with oak table/chairs, and fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer) at one end. Utility area with washing
machine, tumble drier, side door. Shower-room (suite). Steepish stairs (stairgate) up to three good-sized cottage bedrooms
– one double with dressing/cot room and loo/washbasin en suite, and two twin (one with 2’6” beds, zip-linked) – and another
bathroom (suite).
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... also in Calamansack, along the same lane 
as S420 and S412 (see above and right), a
handsome, attached, early 19th cent. granite
farmhouse (arrow 2, above right) with mesmerising
views along Frenchman’s Creek and woods. Own
mooring, 200 yards. At the back, overlooking
Helford River, a large sun terrace (just right for
‘sundowners’) with steps down to a huge lawn garden, good for energetic ball games. Fine open entrance porch to hall; width-
of-house living/dining room with big windows (glorious views) and French windows to terrace, sensible family-friendly
furnishings, walnut table/chairs, granite fireplace (woodburner), TV/DVD/video; excellent farmhouse fitted kitchen (washing
machine, microwave) with pine table/chairs, marble worktops, beams, huge granite inglenook with oil-fired Rayburn (plus
electric cooker), limestone floor, pretty dresser of blue and white china, chest freezer in hall; shower-room (suite). Upstairs, four
bedrooms, all elegant with lovely pieces of antique furniture and window seats – three double (all with wonderful views), and
one with two singles. Pretty bathroom (suite plus hand-shower). A great place to chill out.
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
