











NORTH CORNWALL: spectacular coast . . . . . . picture postcard Port Isaac

Port Isaac: exceptionally pretty fishing village (shops, pubs,

' restaurants), setting for the ‘Doc Martin’ series, on a steep
hillside round a natural harbour between cliffs (low tide
beach, rock pools). Coastal walks. Port Gaverne (cove
beach), 72 mile. Port Quin (beautiful ‘fjord, spectacular
walks), 2%.. Polzeath (splendid sand/surf) and Rock
(watersports, golf), 5.

...about 250 yards up from the harbour in Port Isaac, a delightfully
restored and excellent, semi-detached, three-storey cottage.
Slate-hung walls; long, enclosed, sloping garden (picnic table,
bench), with lovely sea views reached via steep steps (small children
take care) and, important in Port Isaac, forecourt parking for one car

More great beaches at Daymer Bay, Polzeath and
Rock, 5. Good seasonal farm shop/café, pub, 1 mile.

. on the edge of Trelights, a large detached bungalow
surrounded by a big, safe, enclosed, level mostly lawn garden,
with lovely long views to the sea at Port Quin. Inside has
recently been completely refurbished. A huge sun room has been
added to the living room (oak floor, woodburner), making this a
generously proportioned, light, lovely space, with great views to
the sea; same great views from the large, fitted kitchen/dining
room (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer).

St Minver: sleepy village (church, good food
pub, shop/PO) 2 miles from Rock (sandy
beach, watersports, sailing school) with foot
ferry over to Padstow (see page 203), Polzeath’s splendid sand/surf
beach, Daymer Bay and St Enodoc golf course. Wadebridge (see
page 200), 5 miles.

.. in the heart of St Minver, 200 yards from pub and church, a Grade Il listed,
detached, 19th cent., ‘upside-down’ former groom’s cottage. Enclosed
parking and courtyard at the front; very private courtyard (table/chairs,
barbecue) and terraced garden at the back. Inside, done with style and flair
with good furniture and pictures. Two steps up to glazed front door; hall (for
coats/boots) with lovely flagstoned floor; three bedrooms - one with
handsome four-poster bed (5’) and en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower),
and, up 4 steps, another double, and a twin; shower-room (suite). Stairs up to
open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, freezer) with
exposed roof timbers, woodburner and TV/DVD; ground floor utility room with
washing machine, tumble drier, shower and loo. Excellent house.
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. and about % mile from St
Minver, one of a row of four
pretty, whitewashed cottages
surrounded by meadows off a very
typical Cornish hedgerow lane. In
front, a neat walled garden with
bench to catch the evening sun, at
the back an enclosed lawn garden
(table/chairs, barbecue). Inside,
comfortable and welcoming with a
few beams and lumpy walls as a
clue to its origins. Sunny little
entrance porch through to beamed
living room with open fire; kitchen
(dishwasher, washing machine,
microwave) with table/chairs and
back porch to garden (5'5” lintel);
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
Steep stairs up to two bedrooms —
a double (5’ bed) with long rural
views, and a twin with 2'6” beds
(footboards). TV/DVD. Golf within 12
mile. A quiet retreat after a fun
¥ day on the beach.
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NORTH CORNWALL: peaceful, secluded farmhouse . . .

Bodieve: tiny farming hamlet (just a scattering of
cottages) a mile from Wadebridge (see above right)
and 6% miles from the sea at Rock (watersports) or
8 from Polzeath (surfing). At the end of the lane is
the home farm. The Cornish milkman owner’s family
live about 100 yards away and run a dairy.

... the secluded, detached farmhouse has a good-sized, sunny, enclosed garden (mainly lawn), barbecue and patio area
(table/chairs) to the side and back. Outside the garden, a stream and footpath run to the River Camel estuary (15 minute walk).
Very peaceful place, birdsong and occasional pheasants calling. Inside, all smart and comfy; a long house of one room width.

) Wadebridge: lively, small market town, plenty
of shops, good restaurants, cinema, leisure centre (indoor pool), fine medieval bridge on the River Camel, where
bikes can be hired for the Camel Trail. Padstow (see page 203), 6 miles.

... a mile west of Wadebridge, along the hedgerow lane leading on to the downs, a recently converted barn, attached to
an 18th cent. cottage which was once a hostelry for travellers along the Pilgrims’ Way (route from Padstow to Spain). A
footpath (1% miles) running alongside the cottage takes you to the Camel Trail. To the front, a neat, enclosed garden with
table/chairs and barbecue, and, beyond, grassy space for ball games, all surrounded by meadows.

The interior has been well thought through and stylishly done. Glazed door into open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen (washing
machine, microwave) with butler sink, oak worktops and floor, leather sofas, TV/DVD/video and exposed stonework. Smart
ground floor bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Stairs from centre of living room up to two bedrooms — a double (5’ bed) with
long tranquil rural views, and a twin. A smashing cottage.
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id Burlawn: hamlet on the edge of Forestry land 2 miles
. from Wadebridge (see above). Padstow (see page
7 203), 6 miles.

.. in Burlawn, a beautifully restored, 300-year-old detached cottage with lovely long meadow/woodland views; an
enclosed lawn garden with a pretty little summer house (table/chairs) surrounds it. A great deal of time and care has been
spent on making this cottage a charming home; it has been done with flair and imagination. Porch for boots/coats; living room
(TV/DVD/video) with inglenook (woodburner) and beams; smart fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, double oven electric
Aga with halogen hob, larder fridge) with polished granite worktops, Belfast sink and tiled floor; dining room with original slate
floor, cast iron range (useable reproduction) and low beams (height 5'9” to 6’1”). Stairs from kitchen up to landing and three
bedrooms — a very pretty double with en suite bathroom (suite plus hand-shower), another double (smallish room with limited
clothes hanging space), and a twin; shower-room (suite). Garage with small pool table, board games, washing machine, tumble
drier and freezer.

.. four pretty, terraced, stone cottages looking out from upstairs over the Camel estuary to Padstow in the distance and the
sea beyond. They open from a courtyard of cottages on three sides, the pub on the fourth. At their back, an open lawn area.

Kingfisher Cottage: front door from courtyard into kitchen/dining/living room (washing machine, microwave) with slate floor,
pretty blue and white comfy sofa and chairs (distinctly nautical feel), TV/DVD, radio, far end with slate fireplace

(wood/coalburner), glazed door to lawn; stairs (steepish, rope rail) up to two bedrooms with pine furniture and fresh-coloured NSH T —
fabrics — twin (2'6” beds), and double (TV/video).

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Primrose Cottage: front door from courtyard (bench) into neat fitted kltchen/dlmng room with washer-drier and microwave,
leading via archway to living room (woodburner) with music centre and garden views. Stairs up to two bedrooms - a double
(glimpse of estuary, Padstow, Stepper Point and the sea), and a twin (2’6" beds); bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
TV/DVD/video.
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Spring Cottage: open-plan downstairs with good fitted kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave), through to the living room
with multi-fuel stove, TV/DVD, ceiling beams and glazed door to the lawn. Stairs up to two bedrooms — a twin, and a double
(views), and an excellent bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Good use of fabrics makes this comfy cottage most attractive.
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.. and 500 yards from the pub at Edmonton and the Camel Trail, a cleverly
designed, eco-friendly smart ‘upside down’ barn conversion attached to
the friendly owners’ ancient cottage, wonderfully tucked away, along a no
through road with gorgeous long, tranquil views over the Camel estuary.
A hundred yards of hardcore farmtrack/footpath lead to it with the occasional
passing tractor or walkers. At the back is a neat enclosed suntrap garden and
you are welcome to wander over the owners’ kitchen garden to their little
wood, all surrounded by sheep/cattle grazed meadows.

Inside, mostly wood floors. Entrance to tiled hall and two bedrooms — one
double with French windows to garden, and a twin; smart shower-room (suite
with large shower cubicle). Beech stairs (stairgate) lead up to attractively
fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer) with beech worktops; 3 steps down to light and airy
living/dining room (TV/DVD/video) with those great views one side and, on the other side, French windows to balcony with steps
down to the garden. A real retreat and a great spot for bikers/walkers/surfers.

St Issey: village with pub 3 miles from

miles. Petherick Creek, %2 mile (creek-
side footpath to Padstow), and 22 miles
to the Camel Trail.

.. on the edge of St Issey, a romantic little cottage, semi-detached, end-on to a lane, ‘own homeish; cleverly organised,
thoughtful, with a small enclosed garden/patio (seat, barbecue). Peaceful. Glazed porch leads to open-plan, full-length-of-
cottage living/dining room (open fire, TV/DVD/video), well furnished. Well-equipped fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier,
microwave, freezer) with quarry tile floor. Pine bathroom (suite plus bath-shower); separate loo. Open tread stairs from the living
room to two cosy bedrooms, one double, one twin (2'6” beds), both gently decorated with mostly Liberty prints, lace, mainly
pine furniture, pictures, ornaments.

. and about a mile from St Issey on the Camel
estuary side, a sturdy, 19th cent. detached cottage
on a tiny no through lane with one neighbouring house
and hedgerow meadows all around. About ¥2 mile of
stream-crossing meadow footpath (don’t forget torch/boots!) takes you to a pub (excellent children’s play area), and about %2 mile
of lane takes you on to the Camel Trail (cycle/walkway to Padstow and Wadebridge along the estuary — fantastic for
birdwatching). In front of the cottage, a wall-enclosed, mostly grassed garden with patio (picnic table).

Inside, completely renovated to provide a very comfy, attractive home. Porch to front door into fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer) with slate floor, table/chairs; beamed living/dining room with woodburner,
slate floor/rugs, TV/DVD. Stairs up to two bedrooms - one with 6’ four-poster double, and one with a double plus single bed

Two steps up to sunny glazed porch with comfy chairs looking over rose-filled front garden and road to
fields beyond. Living room with large window to garden, and ‘coal effect’ fire. Good-sized breakfast/dining room with Agamatic
oil-fired cooker, freezer, storage cupboards/worktop, steps down to fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave,
back-up electric cooker). Three bedrooms: master double, twin, and a single, all looking over the good-sized enclosed, lawned
back garden (table/chairs, picnic table, barbecue, one step to access). Bathroom (bath, separate shower, washbasin), separate

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. also in Little Petherick, in a peaceful
location alongside the tidal creek, with the
. ‘Saints’Way’ (walking trail) passing by, a modern

(St Enodoc).

... 200 yards back from Padstow harbour and extremely convenient for everything, an end of terrace, 19th cent. cottage. To its
side, a tiny, suntrap, walled area with table/chairs.

Back in the hall, stairs up to the first floor and two bedrooms — both double, one with glimpses of the Camel estuary across slate
rooftops; big bathroom (suite plus bath-shower); more stairs up to second floor with two more bedrooms — both twin with long,
pretty views; shower-room (suite). Cautionary Deposit £100. A lovely family house, hugely convenient for shops, cafés,
restaurants and away from the bustle. Arrival after 4pm.
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Trevone: village (pub, PO/shop, farm shop,
surf school) on and around two fine-sand
beaches, one with summer lifeguards and
80’ blow-hole and one with interesting rock
pools. Padstow (see above left) and golf at
Trevose, 172 miles.

.. in Trevone, at the end of a no through road, a
detached bungalow with long views to the sea
and along the coast. Neat, shrub-filled garden
to the front and back (table/chairs, barbecue). 800
yard steepish walk (plenty of beach-side parking
for the less fitl) down to the sandy beach
(lifeguards in summer) for family fun, swim or surf,
then back to sunbathe in the sheltered garden.
Sunny living room with woodburner and French
windows to garden (5 steps down); split-level fitted kitchen/dining
room (dishwasher, microwave) with wood floor and pretty views
across the garden to the sea; utility with washing machine and
freezer; loo (washbasin).

Four bedrooms — a double (5’ bed), through to a child’s room (no |
door) with bunk beds (2'6” wide, 5’8” long), and en suite bathroom
(suite), another double, and a room with a single bed.

St Merryn: the village (pub, good restaurants,
small shops) for the Trevose peninsula, 172
miles from the country/golf club. Harlyn Bay
(sandy beach), 1 mile, and at least six other
very good sand/surfing beaches within 3 miles;
splendid cliff scenery/walking (Bedruthan
Steps, Trevose Head). Padstow (see page
203), 4 miles. Newquay airport, 10.

.. in St Merryn, within 100 yards of pub, café and

shops, a large, custom-built, 5-year-old single-
storey house in a gated close with three similar
properties. Paved and lawned areas surround it with
a totally private, enclosed courtyard (table/chairs) at
the back. Inside is smart, modern and stylish. Front
door into big hall; large living room with two sets of
sliding doors, TV/DVD, books, games and toys;
equally large dining room with patio doors to
courtyard; fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
microwave, fridge-freezer); utility
room with washing machine.
Tumble drier in cloakroom. Four
bedrooms — two double (one with
5 bed, TV/video and en suite
shower-room suite), a twin with low
beds (TV), and a bunk room.

Constantine Bay: the main settlement (shop,
houses, unflamboyant hotel) of Trevose Head,
a chain of at least seven superb sand/surf
beaches. Good golf course and its country club
(tennis, swimming, sociability) behind the dunes. Peaceful, romantic, evening-stroll places. St Merryn (see left),
1 mile; Padstow (see page 203) and sailing on the Camel Estuary, 5.

... about % mile from Constantine Bay beach and 600 yards from the country/golf club, a good quality bungalow at the end
of a quiet cul-de-sac. It is well presented, L-shaped, with good-sized enclosed garden (barbecue) at the back. Inside, light with
big windows, well-decorated, comfortable. Two steps up to front door; large, lovely living/dining room (original paintings, bridge
table, books, CD player, games, jigsaws) with deep, comfortable, green armchairs/sofas, Cornish stone ornamental fireplace
dividing the living and dining areas, dining table/chairs most comfortably seating 6, TV/DVD/video, sliding glass doors and step
down to the garden; well-equipped fitted kitchen (dishwasher); utility room (washing machine, tumble drier, microwave, two
fridge-freezers); back door to garden. Another smaller children’s sitting room with TV. Four bedrooms - double with en suite
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), two twin, one single. Folding bed available. Bathroom (suite plus bath-shower); also
cloakroom with loo and washbasin. Arrival after 4pm. Seven beaches nearby, suitable for children and surfers.
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Penrose: little old hamlet about 1%2 miles from
the sea (sandy beach) at Porthcothan or very
spectacular Bedruthan Steps. Only 3 miles
from Constantine Bay (see above)/Trevose
Country Club, but thoroughly Cornish.
Padstow (see page 203), about 4 miles.
Seven beaches within 3 miles.

... the end one in a row of traditional, south-facing, stone cottages in Penrose beside a no through track. To the front, a
slate/granite wall topped with roses encircles a tiny sunny garden (bench); larger garden, 10 yards away (picnic table).
Conservatory (cane furniture) leads into a beamed length-of-cottage living room with large stone fireplace (woodburner), comfy
sofas, stripped pine furniture (pretty dresser), TV/DVD/video, very much ‘own home. Small dining room with slate floor and rugs,
ornamental slate inglenook fireplace, chunky pine table, pew and chairs. Pine kitchen (microwave); utility room-cum-pantry
(washing machine, fridge-freezer). Stairs (stairgate) up from dining room to three bedrooms (all with stripped pine floorboards
and rugs) - pretty double with ornamental fireplace, a room with two single beds, and a single. Attractive bathroom (suite plus
bath-shower). Some low beams and doorways (5'7”). No pets during July or August High Season, but welcome at other times.
Quiet, peaceful cottage.
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
