














EXMOOR: Porlock Vale House

Porlock Vale: stunningly beautiful, romantic area with some of the best and most varied landscape of the
Exmoor National Park, extending from Dunkery Beacon (highest point) to the sea and encompassing many
picture postcard villages, the largest being Porlock (see page 26) at the seaward end. Wonderful walking and
pony-trekking. 

… take the lane west of Porlock for a mile or so and you find this magnificent house dating from the 19th cent., hugely
enlarged by generations of the wealthy as a hunting lodge. It is exquisitely positioned with a superb wooded backdrop looking
out over the sea as the coast circles gently round to the small picturesque harbour of Porlock Weir (see page 29).

Twelve acres of grounds and gardens surround the house, full of mature trees, huge lawns (croquet, play area), small stream
and rhododendrons, all managed for maximum wildlife habitat; wisteria cascades from the verandah, with the pebbly beach

(excellent surfing for experts)
only 250 yards away across two
fields (yours to walk).

Inside, a wonderful mixture of
comfort, elegance and space.
The curving drive brings you 
to the heavy oak front door 
with slate-floored porch (for
boots/coats); inner hall opening
to a heavily beamed living room
with comfy leather chairs and
handsome original mantelpiece
(open fire). Off this room, a
wood-panelled bar (glasses
provided, but not alcohol!), a
rather splendid loo (washbasin),
and two more sitting rooms, one
suiting youngsters with TV/DVD,
games, ½ sized snooker table,
subbuteo table, and one elegant
with French windows to the
terrace, TV/video  and terrific
views - just right for evening
drinks. Dining room with big bay

window and same brilliant views; the large kitchen is functional with very
efficient commercial gas cooker, domestic gas cooker, two dishwashers,
microwave, washing machine, freezer, commercial fridge, and access
to large terrace.

A lovely curving staircase leads up to the first floor and eight bedrooms -
four double (two with 5’ beds, one with 6’ bed), four twin, all with either en
suite shower-room (suite) or bathroom (suite). More stairs to the second
floor and seven more bedrooms, all with either en suite bathroom (suite)
or shower-room (suite), many with terrific views – five double (four with
5’ beds), a single, and a room with twin beds (zip-linkable) and a single. 

Professional catering and ready meals available. Friendly owners live
on site and are happy to advise on best walks; pretty pub, 1 mile.
Fishing/shooting can be arranged. Cleaning available by arrangement
(extra). Cautionary Deposit £600. Arrival after 4.30pm. A superb
family house.
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. . . perfect for walkers . . .    

Porlock Vale (see page 28):

… a hugely spacious, first-floor apartment with stunning views across
paddocks to the sea in the west wing of a beautiful Edwardian hunting lodge
(see F30, left).  Access through a little gated courtyard; internal stairs up to own
entrance door to hall; very large, open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, washer-drier, fridge-freezer, slate worktops) with
gorgeous views, comfortably and elegantly furnished, with French windows
to large balcony (table/chairs) overlooking heavily wooded gardens, TV/DVD;
two bedrooms – a twin with those lovely views, and a double; bathroom (suite
with separate shower). Village pub, 1 mile; shooting/fishing can be arranged
prior to arrival. A lovely retreat after a day’s walking.
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Porlock Weir: small pretty
hamlet (restaurant, pub, shops)
around a tiny, ancient harbour
and pebble beach, 1½ miles
west of Porlock (see page 26).
England’s smallest church at
Culbone is 1 mile away, and all
around are Exmoor’s oak
woods and heather hills -
wonderful for walkers.

... a mile from Porlock Weir and 2 miles from Porlock, with superb
views, is this semi-detached cottage converted from stables at the
end of a no through lane within what was once the Ashley Combe estate
(built for Lord Byron’s daughter). The coastal footpath hidden behind the
cottage leads through woodlands, past former garden terraces and under
old tunnels once connected to the main house. A private path leads in
150 yards to the pebble shoreline and sea beyond. The perfect location
for walkers, nature lovers and silence seekers. Lawned terraces to the
side and rear, steep in places. Opposite the cottage, large, enclosed
garden (table/chairs) with small stream (beware small children).

Inside, carefully and thoughtfully renovated (same owner as F501, see page 27)
with gentle colours and fabrics, designed for relaxation. Slate tiled hall (loo,
washbasin). To one side, large living/dining room (open fire) with wood floors and
French windows to courtyard area and garden. To the other, kitchen (dishwasher,
washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer) with breakfast table. Upstairs,
three bedrooms, all with lovely sea views over Porlock Weir: two double (both 5’),
one with en suite shower-room (suite), and a twin; bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower). TV/DVD. Professional catering available. A wonderful, timeless place
with some of Exmoor’s best walks immediately from the door.
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Brendon: little village (pub, church) in the deep East
Lyn River valley (salmon/trout fishing). Extraordinarily
beautiful land of Blackmore’s legendary Doones, and
the cottage described below is a 2 mile walk from
their hidden-valley stronghold. Glorious walks nearby.
Pony-trekking locally. The sea at Lynmouth (see
below), 4 miles; Woolacombe’s (see page 37) sand/
surf beaches, 23 miles. 

…1½ miles from Brendon, and a mile walk (steep path through woods) from the riverside pub, an ancient cottage well
renovated, its character kept, warm, friendly, attached to the owners’ farmhouse (used in an Anchor butter advert) on a hillside.
200 yard private drive from lane. Lovely views across the valley to heather hills. At the back, your own clematis-sheltered paved
area (table/chairs, barbecue) opening to large, south-facing garden shared with friendly owners. Beyond it, a few fields lead to
open moor. Porch; large beamed (tall people beware!) hall; high-ceilinged living/dining room (books, games, TV/DVD/video, CD
player) with beams, woodburner in old fireplace and door to another porch (freezer) and garden; kitchen (dishwasher, washer-
drier, microwave) with table/chairs. Downstairs double bedroom; shower-room (suite). Steepish stairs up to a twin bedroom,
and bathroom (suite with slipper bath). Extremely peaceful, friendly base in stunning country. Shiatsu, massage and
aromatherapy can be arranged with qualified owner.
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Lynmouth: cove village (shops, pubs), semi-
circled by wooded hillsides, where two rivers
meet its harbour, rocky beach and sea. Seafront
walk beside public lawns/garden (putting, tennis);
boat trips. Steep winding road and funicular
railway connect with hill-top Lynton (shops,
museum, see page 30): the spectacular Valley
of the Rocks on Lynton’s edge. Marvellous walks.
Woolacombe (superb sand/surf, see page 37),
20 miles. 

... 400 yards from the harbour in Lynmouth, with lovely
river valley views, one of a row of three split-level
Victorian houses. Path to own small garden with
table/chairs and river/valley views (neighbour has
access through garden to washing line).

Inside, very comfortable and well done. Door from road to living room
with woodburner and comfy sofa and chairs, TV/DVD/video; very well-
equipped fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave,
table-top freezer) with folding dining table/chairs and stairs down to
snug/second living room (sofa bed, TV/video, CD player), back door,
and very small bedroom with two single beds (clothes hanging space
on landing) and en suite shower-room (suite). From living room, stairs
up to two more bedrooms - a double (5’ bed) with window seat
overlooking the river, and a twin. Smart bathroom (suite plus hand-
shower). Best for maximum of 6. Garage accessed from road.

The view
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. . . land of legendary Doones EXMOOR
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Lynton: small cliff-top town/
Edwardian resort in stunning
scenery. Below – winding road
and funicular railway connect – is
Lynmouth (see page 29) where
two rivers pour from steep oak-
wooded valleys. On Lynton’s
edge begins the very spectacular
Valley of the Rocks. Marvellous
walking country, valley or hill-top.
Woolacombe (superb sand/surf
beaches, see page 37), about 20
miles (decent road).

… on the edge of Lynton, only ½ mile
walk from the Valley of the Rocks, one
of a row of three-storey terraced
houses built into the hill. At the
back,  enclosed, narrow and very
steep terraced garden (table/chairs)

with magnificent coastal views from the top to Wales on a clear day. To the
front, small garden (bench) and steps from the road to front door.

The owners’ holiday home, it is comfortable, bright and beautifully refurbished
with polished floorboards. Living/dining room (woodburner, TV/DVD, bay
window) with small step up to dining area with oil-fired Rayburn. Two more steps
up to light Shaker-style kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave,

fridge-freezer, range cooker, breakfast table); stable doors to small courtyard. On the second floor, two bedrooms, a double
and a bunk bedroom, plus a shower-room (suite) and separate loo; garden room with books, comfy chairs, TV/DVD and French
windows to small decked area and steps up to garden. On the third floor, pretty double bedroom with wrought iron bed under
the eaves and good views over rooftops to the coast; large bathroom (suite with slipper bath), also under the eaves. A lovely
family house, although the garden could be awkward for small children.
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EXMOOR: spectacular Valley of the Rocks . . .    . . . dramatic deep-valleyed farmland

Parracombe: tiny village (great pub, medieval church with
famous Georgian interior, PO/shop) in a valley midway
between Lynton/Lynmouth (see page 29 and left), 8 miles,
and Combe Martin (see page 34), 6 miles. This is steep,
dramatic, deep-valleyed, farming, wooded and moorland
country: very beautiful. Wide sandy beaches at Woolacombe
(see page 37) and Croyde, about 12 miles. 

... 2 miles west of Parracombe, in its own deep, typically Exmoor valley
of a little river rushing through oak woods to Hunter’s Inn and the sea
at Heddon’s Mouth, an 18th cent. farmhouse with integral indoor
heated swimming pool (24’ x 12’ and 2’6” to 5’ deep, available 26
March to 6 November and over Christmas and New Year) surrounded
by 10 acres of its own garden (barbecue), woods, orchard, three small
unfenced lakes and meadows. Lots of public footpaths, leading via
woods and stream or over the hill to Hunter’s Inn and Heddon’s Mouth.

The main part of the house is original; two wings were added later. Hall
with cloakroom (loo/washbasin); living room with huge ox-roasting
inglenook (open fire); second living room (approx 27’ x 18’) with open
fire, grand piano (tuned), books, games, wood floor, step down to
French windows to terrace with wonderful views to the high moorland
of Trentishoe Down. Pretty fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave,
electric ‘range’ with double oven) with farmhouse-style table/chairs
seating 6, in centre; boot room (freezer); scullery (sink, washing
machine, tumble drier); loo/washbasin; door to swimming pool. Dining
room with oak refectory table (a squash for 14). Two staircases up to six
bedrooms, all with pretty views - master double (5’ bed) with balcony, a
double with 5’ bed and washbasin, a double with single futon (linen not
provided) and washbasin, another double, and two twin rooms, three
bathrooms (suites, two plus hand-showers), two with separate showers.
TV/video. Also, an annexe called Trout Cottage (internal as well as
external access) - rather sweet little living/dining/kitchen (hob) from
which 6 steps down to double bedroom with en suite shower-room
(suite). 

Open-fronted games barn with table tennis, table football and half-
sized pool table. Spring water. A fabulous place for total privacy,
peace and quiet. Arrival after 4pm. Cautionary Deposit £500.
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… and right in the heart of Lynton, a quirky, semi-detached cottage on three
levels, cheek by jowl with similar properties. Its origins are 18th cent., with 19th
cent. alterations, and in 2009 it was completely renovated and refurbished to
provide modern comfort with slate floors downstairs and wood floors upstairs.
Access is through a small enclosed paved area (table/chairs) over which,  in
typical 18th cent fashion, a neighbour has occasional access.

Door into living room with inglenook (woodburner) and TV/DVD, through to smart
fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, fridge-freezer, microwave) with
table/chairs.  Stairs up to double bedroom, a single bedroom, and bathroom (suite
plus bath-shower); few more stairs up immediately into a third room with single
bed plus pull-out truckle and cupboard with games/toys. Brilliantly convenient
for pub, shops, cafés, funicular railway, stunning Valley of the Rocks walk.
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. . . gloriously wooded country . . .    . . . tumbling river hamlet

... and the third new, semi-detached barn conversion (see arrow
3, left) housed the mill to the adjacent old farmhouse long ago. It
faces out over the suntrap grassed courtyard and shares the games
room, play area, laundry room and 47 acres.

Inside, smart, stylish with high ceiling and exposed roof timbers.
Door from courtyard to open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer, gas hob/electric cooker)
with slate flooring, rug, leather sofas, breakfast bar/stools and
woodburner. At ground level, a double bedroom and shower-room
(suite). From the living room, spiral stairs lead up to pretty gallery
twin bedroom with pine flooring/rugs. TV/DVD. Lovely hideaway for
the true country lover.

Parracombe (see left):

… 2 miles from Parracombe, very quietly tucked away on the most
gloriously wooded western edge of Exmoor and approached over ½ mile
of bumpy hardcore farm lane, three barn conversions (see right and
below). Games room (table tennis, pool table, skittles, table football).
Footpaths criss-cross the area and all is surrounded by mature trees, rolling
pasture and birdsong. There is a fenced/gated grassed play area with
swing-ball, small swing and Wendy house. There are 47 acres for you to
roam and enjoy (river, deer), respecting the countryside code. Brilliant for
the true country lover. Washing machine, tumble drier (extra),
payphone for outgoing calls in shared laundry room.

Moorit (F172) and Katmoget (F182) are semi-detached to each other.
Once they housed the farm stock and summer hay for the ancient
farmhouse which is adjacent across a suntrap grassed courtyard
(benches). Each has a decked area with picnic bench.

Moorit (see arrow 1): open-plan living/dining/kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, freezer, gas cooker), with comfy sofas, wood
floor, woodburner and some old panelling showing the rabbit catchers’ tally. Lovely long views of the surrounding hills. At this
level, a four-poster twin bedroom with en suite shower-room (suite). Stairs down to two further bedrooms – a double and a twin,
both with lovely old ceiling beams and pretty garden views; bathroom (suite). TV/DVD.

Katmoget (see arrow 2): open-plan
living/dining/kitchen (dishwasher,
microwave, freezer, gas cooker) with
comfy sofas, wood floor, woodburner
and lovely long views; shower-room
(suite); stairs up to a gallery with twin
beds. Back in the living area, stairs
down to two bedrooms – a double (5’
bed) with French windows to
courtyard, and a twin, both with lovely
old ceiling beams; bathroom (suite).
TV/DVD.
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EXMOOR

Barbrook: hamlet (petrol garage) with the
West Lyn river tumbling through it and
surrounded by woodland, 1½ miles south of
Lynton and Lynmouth (see pages 29 and
30), on the edge of Exmoor National Park.
Pub, 1 mile walk along riverbank. 

… in Barbrook, a sturdy detached house which has been completely renovated and refurbished. It stands back up from the
Lynton and Lynmouth road, facing mature woods which straddle the River Lyn, and has a lawned garden between it and the
road. To the side, a large patio (table/chairs) and, at the back, the land rises, covered with woodland/wild flowers.

Inside, all smart. A number of steps lead up from the parking area to the garden. Hall with loo/washbasin; living room with oak
floor, TV/DVD and French windows to patio; excellent fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer) with slate floor
and table/chairs in the middle; utility room with tumble drier and washing machine. Stairs up to three attractive bedrooms
– a double (5’ bed, TV) with en suite shower-room (suite), a twin (TV), and a single with pull-out truckle bed and limited clothes
hanging space; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Sleeps maximum of 5 adults. Warm, comfortable house at any time of
year in a lovely area.
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Barbrook (see page 31):

… a narrow hedgerow lane winds up from
Barbrook for ½ mile to the open moor with
wonderful walks, lovely picnic places and
great pony-trekking. Just before the open
moor starts are these two smart, semi-
detached barn conversions in a very
quiet, unspoilt position. Once part of a hard
working farm, now stylish, very roomy,
extremely comfortable homes. Both have
their own patio, beyond which is about ¾
of an acre of enclosed cut meadow for
energetic ball games. Excellent for
walkers.

Hawthorn Cottage (arrow 1): patio leads into lofty open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, washing
machine, larder fridge) with oak floors, ceramic sink, beech worktops, big comfy sofas (books, games, TV/DVD, CD player); stairs
up to gallery double bedroom (screened) with en suite shower-room (suite); stairs down to two more bedrooms with modern slate
floors/rugs – a double (6’ bed) with en suite shower-room (suite), and a twin room; bathroom (suite plus separate power-shower).
Outhouse with tumble drier and freezer. Arrival after 4pm.

Bramble Cottage (arrow 2) is surprisingly spacious:
patio leads via stable doors into fitted kitchen/dining
room (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave,
larder fridge) with modern slate floor; 2 steps down to
living room with oak floor, lovely sofas/chairs, (books,
games, TV/DVD, CD player), very high exposed beam
ceiling; stairs down to two bedrooms with slate
floors/rugs – a double with en suite shower-room
(suite), and a twin with 6’6” ceiling; bathroom (suite).
Outhouse with tumble drier and freezer. Arrival after
4pm.

Both cottages offer excellent accommodation at any time of year. Spring water.
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Woody Bay: superb bit of Exmoor coast
(Nat. Trust) 2½ miles from Lynton (see page
30). Oak-wooded hillsides above cliffs; rock
pool/low-tide-sand bays between headlands.
Lovely walks (wonderful views). Slow road
(via spectacular Valley of the Rocks) to
Lynton/Lynmouth (see pages 29 and 30).
Hunter’s Inn, 2½ miles. Woolacombe’s
(see page 37) superb sand/surf, 16 miles
(decent road). 

… among the oak trees, a cottage and an apartment made from the first floor of owners’ house. Superb position: the South
West Coast Path passes by, sea views straight to Wales from almost all windows (pictured below). Shared grass terrace
(picnic tables). Both share a laundry room (washer-drier - extra) with payphone for outgoing calls. Spring water. No children
under 10, except pre-crawling babies. An ideal place for peace and tranquillity; excellent walking.

The apartment comprises the upstairs of the main part of the house. Entrance hall from which stairs up to the apartment. Large
living/dining room (TV); fitted kitchen (microwave); two bedrooms - one large double, one twin; bathroom (bath, bath-shower);
separate loo.

The cottage is semi-detached. Entrance from patio to living/dining room (‘living flame’ gas fire, TV); fitted kitchen (microwave).
Upstairs, double bedroom (5’ bed) with en suite bathroom (suite plus power-bath-shower).
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. . . lovely star-gazing skies . . .    

Blackmoor Gate: gateway to Exmoor’s
high heart; regular cattle/sheep auctions;
good pub. Parracombe (see page 30), 3
miles; Arlington Court (Nat. Trust), 3½;
riding stables, 4. The sea at Combe
Martin (see page 34), 4 miles; dramatic
Lynmouth/Lynton (see pages 29 and
30) or Ilfracombe (see page 36), about 8.
Sand/surf at Woolacombe (see page 37),
Croyde and Saunton, about 12 miles. 

... ½ mile from Blackmoor Gate, in a high
Exmoor valley, is Bridwick Farmhouse, a
large, detached family house, built in 1850s
as a ‘gentleman’s residence’ (still has the
original brass servants’ bells), in the midst of the owners’ busy, working
500 acre sheep/cattle farm. Wistlandpound Reservoir (trout fishing), ½
mile walk across fields, and beautiful moorland walks within an easy
drive;  lovely star-gazing skies (no light pollution). The friendly, caring
owners, whose families have farmed Exmoor for generations and who will
make you very welcome, live 200 yards away. The house is very homely,
surprisingly spacious; most windows overlook the working farm (fine
views).

Entrance from enclosed garden (gas barbecue, table/chairs) into
conservatory/sunroom with wonderful views. Hall, off which a formal living
room (woodburner, TV/DVD/video, CD player); good dining room with oak
chest, old pine dresser, dining table which converts to a fun pool table.
Big, easy to work in, well-equipped fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
microwave, halogen burners, double oven) with large breakfast tables
and archway to another living room (open fire, TV). Utility room (washing
machine, tumble drier, freezer, second fridge) and back door to small
enclosed back courtyard. Stairs (stairgates) to seven bedrooms - double
with en suite bathroom (corner bath, suite), double plus single bed with en
suite shower-room (suite) - both these rooms overlook the fields and have
good antique furniture - double (washbasin), three single rooms, and a
twin with antique marble washstand and en suite shower-room (suite). Two
bathrooms (suites, one plus bath-shower) and a separate shower-room.
Professional catering available. Arrival after 4pm. Cautionary Deposit
£150. Good value as everything is included.
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Bratton Fleming: village (church, pub, PO/shop, tennis
courts/snooker) of old and new dwellings, deep in rolling
farmland on the south-west edge of Exmoor. Barnstaple
(large town), 5 miles; glorious sand/surf beaches at Saunton
(golf), Woolacombe (see page 37) and Croyde, 8-12 miles.
Lynton and Lynmouth (see pages 29 and 30), 12 miles.
Pony-trekking. Arlington Court (Nat. Trust), 4 miles. 

… in Bratton Fleming, a splendid detached house with lovely long
meadow/woodland views, surrounded by ¼ acre of enclosed garden.
Inside, a great deal of love and care has provided a beautiful, modern,
stylish home with simple, unfussy décor and a calming atmosphere.
Big, height-of-house hall, designed for sunlight to stream in; big living
room with lots of windows, open views, French window to garden (patio
with table/chairs, gas barbecue), TV/DVD/video, CD player; large fitted
kitchen/dining room (two dishwashers, microwave, freezer, large
range cooker with gas hob, two larder fridges); utility room (two
washer-driers, additional fridge). Step down to playroom with table
football, games/toys. Four ground floor bedrooms - two double (5’
beds), one with en suite shower-room (suite), and two twin rooms, one
with en suite bathroom (suite with corner bath), and the other with en
suite shower-room (suite).

Stairs (stairgates) up to a
galleried second living room (TV)
with oak floor, and three more
bedrooms – one double with en
suite shower-room (suite), one
twin, and one with four singles
plus two pull-out truckles with en
suite loo (washbasin); bathroom
(suite plus bath-shower).

Professional catering available.
Cautionary Deposit £200.
Arrival after 4pm. This is an
exceptional, restful house.
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Combe Martin: village (small pebble/rock-pool beach, shops, pubs,
church, wildlife park) ribboning down a valley to the sea on the edge of
Exmoor. Beautiful 10 mile coast walk to Lynton/Lynmouth (see pages
29 and 30). Woolacombe’s (see page 37) sand/surf beaches, 10 miles;
Saunton (superb golf, beaches) and Braunton Burrows (nature
reserve), 14; Ilfracombe (see page 36), 7½. 

… in Combe Martin, within 150 yards of the old Pack O’ Cards pub, one of five
brand new terraced houses in a little cul-de-sac. At the back, a neat enclosed
gravel and decked area (completely safe for small children/dogs) with views of
wooded hills. Inside, immaculate, modern and, as you would expect of a new property, totally insulated and efficient. Door to
hall (loo/washbasin); fully fitted kitchen (slimline dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer) with table/chairs;
living/dining room with comfy sofas, TV/Sky/DVD, dining table/chairs and glazed doors to the garden. From hall, stairs up to three
bedrooms – double (low 5’ bed) with en suite shower-room (suite), a single room with pull-out truckle bed, and another single.
Bathroom (suite plus hand-shower). A convenient, comfortable, great value house, ½ mile from the beach.
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EXMOOR: rock-pool beach . . .    

… and on the edge of Combe Martin (pub, 1 mile; beach, 2), a smart, detached, two-storey, ‘upside down’ cottage.
Beautifully restored in 2009, this stone barn, along with a neighbouring apple barn (also holiday cottages) and the former wagon
store (now a painting studio, free use by adult guests), sits peacefully above languorous rolling fields with fabulous valley views.
Across the courtyard, the 19th cent. farmhouse where friendly and talented artist-owners live and run painting workshops
(talk/demonstration by arrangement).

At the front, slate terrace (table/chairs) with 3 steps down to lawned area below. Behind, shared slate steps down from parking
area (communal barbecue) to tiny lawn and step up to stable doors; spacious open-plan living/dining/fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
washer-drier, microwave) with granite worktops, high original beams and beautifully crafted English oak floors; living area with
enormous corner sofa, TV/DVD and doors to balcony rails. Downstairs, two bedrooms: a double, and a twin, neat and stylish
with arched doors to terrace area. Smart limestone-tiled shower-room (suite). Spring water. Peaceful and picturesque, coast
nearby and Exmoor on the doorstep.
