Acton Castle (continued from page 216):

... also in Acton Castle (see left), the first floor
apartment in the North Wing (arrow 4, page 216) is
approached via stone steps at the back. A small hall
leads to a big beautiful living/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-
freezer, CD player) with wonderful west-facing views
over the bay, recessed spotlights, lots of comfy chairs
and sofas - plenty of room to be sociable or just sit and
sea-gaze from the long stone mullion windows. Two
bedrooms - pretty double (5’ bed) in blue and white,
and small twin. Bathroom (suite plus hand-shower) and
separate loo. TV/DVD. 

... and Courtyard Apartment is on the ground floor
(arrow 5, page 216) with, as the name suggests, its own 
very private, sheltered courtyard (table/chairs) and
lovely right-down-the-coast-and-out-to-sea views.
Entrance from the back of the building into a large hall
with slate floor and utility cupboard (washing machine,
tumble drier); very large open-plan living/dining/
kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer) with
slate floor in a split-level arrangement with 2 steps
dividing the comfy sofa area (TV/DVD/video) from the
dining/kitchen area, lovely granite mullioned windows
(window seats), big granite inglenook (electric stove),
and French windows to courtyard. Two bedrooms – a
double with narrow door to en suite shower-room
(suite), and a twin; bathroom (suite plus hand-shower
and bath-shower). Stunning location.

Rosudgeon (see page 216):

… and at the end of a mile of single-track lane leading 
from Rosudgeon, one of a few large detached
bungalows, 350 yard walk away from Stackhouse

Cove (low-tide sand) and Prussia Cove (pictured above). It shelters behind the
amazing structure known as Acton Castle (see page 216) and has a good-
sized, mostly lawn garden at the back with great views out to sea.

It is roomy, full of light and made very comfy and modern. From a paved front
garden, front door to hall; big ‘L’ shaped living room with woodburner and play
corner (games/toys/bean bags), leading through glazed doors to a dining room
with lots of windows (sea views across lawn) and patio doors to garden
(table/chairs, barbecue); neat fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave) with
kitchen sink sea views and back door to garden; utility room with washing
machine and separate loo (washbasin). Four bedrooms – two double and two
single, one with particularly good garden/sea views. Smart bathroom (suite plus
bath-shower). Garage with table football and fridge-freezer. 2 TVs/DVD. 

Prussia Cove
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Rosudgeon (see page 216):

... a large, detached farmhouse at the end of a narrow, leafy, no through
lane, believed to be a route 18th cent. ‘honest’ smuggler Harry Carter
used on his way to Prussia Cove (1½ miles, pictured page 217). The
garden is mostly lawn and surrounds it: enclosed at the back, with pony
paddock beyond, and open at the front. The occasional tractor trundles
by to the farmyard (arable).

Inside, very comfy with lots of space, high ceilings and generous
proportions. Front door to large hall; length of house living/dining room
(41’ x 15’) with lovely long views across meadows, open fire, TV/DVD,
French windows to patio/garden (picnic bench) and big oak table seating
10; kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-
freezer) with oil-fired Rayburn plus electric cooker, TV,  and door to
another patio (picnic bench, barbecue); downstairs bedroom with two

single beds; loo (washbasin). Stairs from hall up to landing and four more bedrooms: a master double (5’ bed) with additional
single bed and en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), two more doubles, each with en suite shower-room (suite) and one
with additional single bed, and a room with two single beds; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). A super family house.
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END OF ENGLAND: super family farmhouse . . .    . . . utterly enchanting place

... ¾ mile by footpath and a mile by road from
Rosudgeon and 1½ miles inland by footpath from
Prussia Cove of smuggling history and from a
sandy beach, two wonderful granite cottages set
in a secluded, rural situation and surrounded by
glorious sub-tropical gardens. Each cottage has a
private garden area and shared use of a boules
court and gazebo. Utterly enchanting place all
year round with the owners living nearby.
Goldsithney, 1½ miles away, is one of Cornwall’s
pretty villages. Spring water. Arrival after 4pm.
Both cottages feature the artist owner’s work.

The Old Granary (arrow 1, above) is an ‘upside
down’ cottage attached to Smugglers Lane (Z11,

below). Door from courtyard to hall and three bedrooms - double, twin and bunks; bathroom (suite plus hand-shower); stairs
(stairgates) up to large living/dining/kitchen with lots of exposed roof beams, Velux rooflights, books, games, videos, CD player,
glazed door to ramp down to garden; excellent fitted kitchen area (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer).
TV/DVD/video. Raised decked area with gazebo, barbecue and picnic table to one side (good for al fresco eating).

Smugglers Lane (arrow 2, above), with lovely
knobbly walls, is attached to The Old Granary (see
above). Front courtyard garden (table/chairs) with
sub-tropical plants. Stable door from courtyard to
beautifully fitted little kitchen (microwave) with grey-
blue floor tiles, cream and green tile-work
and  painted units; 2 steps up to light, spacious
living/dining room with  woodburner and room-
height window to private courtyard garden; double
bedroom (5’ bed) with en suite bathroom (suite plus
hand-shower). TV/DVD/video. No children, except
pre-crawling babies.
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Penzance: most westerly town/resort on a beautiful bay in which is St Michael’s Mount (see left). Seafront
promenade; entertainments, cinemas, theatre; good shops; museums, galleries; seafront swimming pool; harbour
(boats to Scilly Isles); heliport (to Scillies); railway. Newlyn (fishing village, famous gallery), and Nat. Trust
gardens (Trengwainton), 1 mile; Mousehole (see page 220), 2; St Ives (see page 222), 7; Land’s End, 10.
Marazion (nearest beach), 2 miles.

… quietly tucked away on a no through lane in the heart of Penzance (station
and harbour, 500 yards; seafront swimming pool, ¾ mile), a striking,
detached former vicarage, sturdily granite-built in the 1880s for
neighbouring St John’s church (one bell for Sunday morning service). High-
ceilinged and full of light, now totally transformed into a smart and comfortable
family home with upstairs views over rooftops to the sea. At the front, a small
lawned garden overlooks the lane and down past the church to the harbour
beyond. Behind, a large conservatory leads to adjoining walled gardens, both
enclosed, part-lawned, with sheltered sitting-out area.

Front door to porch; pretty stained-glass door into entrance hall; lovely light,
comfy living room (open fire, TV/DVD); games room with full-sized snooker
table (limited space on some corners, shorter cues provided!); study/sitting
room (TV/DVD) with handsome marble fireplace (open fire); country-style,
slate-floored kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer,
5-burner gas cooker/double oven) with designer free-standing units, big oak
table/chairs. Off the kitchen, conservatory with door to back garden
(table/chairs, barbecue); scullery with table/chairs and door to garden - ideal
for children’s play/activities room; laundry room (washing machine, tumble
drier, additional fridge and freezer). Downstairs loo (washbasin).

Big staircase up to the first floor and five bedrooms, all spacious and light
with pleasant views over either the garden, church or rooftops to the sea.
Three rooms have zip-linkable beds: master double with 6’ bed (or twin),
washbasin and roll-top bath plus hand-shower; another double with 6’ bed
(or twin), and one with 5’ bed (or 2’6” twin beds); further pretty double; and a
twin. Shower-room (suite). Family bathroom (suite with roll-top bath plus hand-
shower). Steepish back stairs down to ground floor and scullery. 

Caterers can be recommended by owners. Cautionary Deposit £250.
Comfy, spacious, well-equipped. Great location, everything within easy
reach. 

. . . thrilling St Michael’s Mount . . .    END OF ENGLAND. . . Penzance’s beautiful bay

St Michael’s Mount

St Hilary: little, former mining village (granite
cottages, church), 2 miles inland from Mounts
Bay and St Michael’s Mount (pictured above).
Goldsithney (pretty village with two pubs,
PO/shop), ½ mile. Praa Sands (golf), 3 miles.

... on the seaward edge of St Hilary, set well back from the B3280, a very pretty, 18th cent., thatched, detached, Grade II
listed cottage (thatch is very unusual in west Cornwall) with a tree-sheltered garden at the front and meadows at the back and
side. A track runs along one side, connecting with a number of footpaths/cycleways. From the garden, open porch to front door
(5’5” lintel) into a 21’ long living room with exposed beams (5’10” height), views to garden, and inglenook; dining room; fitted
kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer) with door to back; step down to utility room (tumble
drier) with shower cubicle, and separate loo. Ground floor bathroom (suite). Steepish stairs up to three bedrooms – a twin, and
a single leading through to a double (hanging space in single room). TV/DVD. A homely, cosy cottage, ½ mile from two pubs.

Mousehole: the prettiest Cornish fishing village;
horseshoe of granite cottages, shops, cafés, pub
round its harbour. Little sandy harbour beach.
Good walks. Newlyn (busy, fishing harbour), 1
mile. Penzance (see page 219), 2; Porthcurno
(Minack Theatre), 8; Sennen (good sandy beach,
surf school), 10; Land’s End, about 12. 

… in the heart of Mousehole, 100 yards from the pub, shops and harbour, a split-level, terraced, 18th cent., Grade II listed
fisherman’s cottage with a tiny lane at the back. Front door from the ‘no through road’ lane to hall; cosy living room (TV/DVD)
dominated by a fun mural (scene of Mousehole’s past); on the same floor, a single bedroom. Stairs (stairgate) down to large fitted
kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave, washer-drier, fridge-freezer, TV/DVD, CD player); bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower); another loo; and back door to lane. From the hall, stairs (stairgate) up to two more bedrooms with window seats - a
double (5’ bed), and one with two singles, washbasin and a view of the sea over rooftops. Sleeps maximum of 5, including
babies. Loading and unloading outside only - car park, 100 yards (in 2009, £2 per day).
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… also in Mousehole, just 150 yards up from the harbour, shops and cafés, a 200-year-old, end of terrace cottage with a
little patio in a courtyard (shared with neighbour) to sit and enjoy morning coffee or an evening drink.

Inside is a real home, comfortable and attractive with pretty things around, and some lowish beams (6’4”) here and there. The
wall of the original hall has been removed so, as you enter from the lane, it is open and roomy with an attractive living room
(TV/DVD/video) to your left; the dining room with multi-fuel stove (running radiators) and a piano (tuned), and kitchen are to
your right (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, TV); stable doors to courtyard with table/chairs and a useful little
outhouse with tumble drier and drying line. Steep stairs up to three pretty bedrooms – a double (5’ bed, TV), a twin (door lintel
5’7”), and a single; two bathrooms (suites, one with power-shower, one with hand-shower). Road parking possible 1 October
to 1 May, otherwise loading/unloading only outside cottage. Very much a home-from-home.
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… tucked away along a tiny cobbled lane in Mousehole, an
enchanting, 18th cent., Grade II listed cottage, nestling higgledy-
piggledy amongst its neighbours. A good fish and chip café is about
60 yards away, and harbour, shops, pub, car park, about 100 yards.

Inside, the cottage is charming and reflects its artistic owner’s 
flair and imagination. Fitted kitchen/dining room (washer-drier,
microwave) with slate floor; steps up to neat little living room (books,
videos, games, CD player) with granite inglenook (woodburner) and
lots of windows giving plenty of light; stairs up to pretty bedroom with
two single beds looking over neighbours’ neat gardens and lichen-
covered ancient rooftops. Half-turn stairs up to landing and an
equally pretty double bedroom; bathroom (bath, bath-shower,
washbasin) and separate loo. TV/DVD. Although children are very
welcome, the cottage is not suitable for toddlers or anyone with
mobility problems. Loading/unloading, 30 yards away.
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... and in the heart of Mousehole, a
terraced, granite cottage on three
floors, once part of a sail loft in a
huddle of traditional fishermen’s
cottages. Great sea views from top
floor bedroom, just 50 yards from
harbour, car park, pub, shops, and
next door to a good fish and chip
café (open 3 days a week in winter, 
5 in summer, till 8.30pm).

Door from lane into cosy living/
kitchen/dining room with pine
floors/rugs and granite fireplace
(woodburner), neat galley-style
kitchen (washer-drier, microwave)
with table/chairs and back door to
yard (access only, shared with
neighbours). Stairs up to first floor
twin bedroom and bathroom (suite
plus bath-shower). Door from 
landing and more stairs (very steep
and narrow) up to top floor and
immediately into roomy, modern loft-
style double bedroom with painted
floorboards (rugs), whitewashed
stone walls and beams high into the
roof space, lovely harbour/sea views over the rooftops. 2 TVs/DVD. Handy store outside front door for beach gear. Although
children are very welcome, the cottage is not suitable for children under 5 (including babies) or anyone with mobility problems.
Loading/unloading outside - car park, 50 yards (£2 per day in 2009). Off-season road parking possible nearby.
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Mousehole (see page 220):

… on a quiet road on the edge of Mousehole, within 350 yards of pubs
and shops, a smart split-level detached house with stunning sea
views, surrounded by landscaped, manicured, shrub-filled enclosed
garden (steps leading to different levels, patio, garden seat – not
suitable for toddlers). A lot of alteration has just been done (2009) to
provide a smart, very comfortable, roomy light-filled home.  From
garden, door to big hall (coats/boots) with  loo (washbasin); through to
inner hall and large open-plan living/dining/smart fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave) with oak floor throughout,  picture windows,
TV/Sky/DVD and patio door to balcony (brilliant views of village and
coastline). At this level, two bedrooms – a double, and a twin, both with
superb sea views. New bathroom (suite plus separate shower).  Stairs
down to third bedroom – a double with pretty views of the garden
reached via its own little sitting room with TV and glazed door to the
garden. New shower-room (suite). Integral garage (washing machine,
tumble drier, fridge-freezer). Driveway parking. No children under 3.
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… in Mousehole, also 300 yards up from the harbour, cafés and shops, along the Lamorna road, an imposing detached
Edwardian house with sensational ‘right out to sea’ views from many of its big, handsome windows. Built by a French sea
captain, the house has reputedly hosted many famous and colourful personalities, including Charlie Chaplin, Dylan Thomas and
artists Gwen and Augustus John.

In recent years it has been completely renovated to provide the most glorious family home with views from St Michael’s
Mount to Land’s End.  A neat maritime garden surrounds it, on two levels, the upper with heated outdoor infinity pool (23’  x
13’ – available from end May to end October), lawn and picnic table/chairs. From the gravelled side garden, door to porch through
to lofty hall with Victorian encaustic floor tiles; gorgeously sun-filled living room with those fabulous sea views, Georgian slate
fireplace (open fire) and elegant furniture; sun room with more sea views. Huge fitted kitchen/dining room (oil-fired Aga, big
fridge-freezer) with Tintagel slate worktops over custom-made cabinets, double butler sinks and beautiful ash wood 
floors; utility room with back-up electric cooker, dishwasher, washing machine, tumble drier – excellent area for drying
wetsuits. Downstairs loo (washbasin).

From the hall, stairs up to five bedrooms:
Double with 7’ bed, claw-foot double-ended Victorian bath under big sash window (stunning sea views), door to balcony and
en suite original loo (washbasin).
Double with 7’ (zip-linked) bed, more sea views, door to balcony and en suite bathroom (suite).
Double with 6’ bed and en suite shower-room (wet-room suite).
Twin (zip-linkable) with washbasin.
Bunk room with yacht cabin-style bunk beds (higher than usual top bunk).
Bathroom (suite with vast, deep antique crackle-glazed bath).

Accessed by an external door, annexe with simple galley-style kitchen (2-ring hob, microwave, fridge); bedroom (5’ bed) 
cum living room with its own wonderful sea views; shower-room, separate loo. TV/DVD. 

Professional catering available. Mid-fortnight clean. Option to charter 46’ yacht and have daily housekeeping 
service. Cautionary Deposit £300. An exceptional house in every way. Can be booked with Z32 (see below left) to 
accommodate 16.
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… also in Mousehole, 300 yards up from the harbour, shops and cafés, on
the Lamorna road, a very attractive detached cottage with terrific views
right out to sea. It has a little bit of garden to the side and front, with 4 granite
steps leading up to the front door. 

Inside, charming and quietly elegant with lovely oak floors downstairs which
is all open-plan. Front door into  fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washing
machine, fridge-freezer) with dining table/chairs; step down to living area
with woodburner and doors to terrace, great sea views from lots of windows.
Stairs up to two bedrooms – both double (7’ zip-linked beds, so can be 3’6”
twin beds), one with door to little balcony (table/chairs) and both with those
fantastic views; bathroom (suite) with lovely oak floorboards, slate
surrounds. TV/DVD. Professional catering available. Mid-fortnight clean. 
A lovely refuge. Can be booked with Z31 (see right) to accommodate 16.
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St Ives: popular, attractive old harbour fishing town, nearly surrounded
by superb beaches. Narrow, cobbled streets, splendid Tate Gallery and
Barbara Hepworth’s studios. Leisure centre (indoor pool). On the
railway. Superb cliff/headland walks to Zennor (tiny village, good pub),
and beyond. Golf, 2 miles; Penzance (see page 219), 9; Land’s End, 16.
Carbis Bay (see right),1½ miles. 

... in the historic heart of St Ives, a short walk from Porthgwidden and Porthmeor
beaches and from the harbour, a ground floor apartment for two people, once
the pilchard cellar of an early 19th cent. fisherman’s house. Neatly renovated;
small, but an excellent base. Entrance from Teetotal Street into fitted kitchen
(microwave) with breakfast bar, beyond which the living area with comfy sofa,
rug, nice pictures. Double bedroom (bed only accessible from one side) with soft
uplighters. Internal shower-room (suite). TV/DVD. Excellent base for a car-less
holiday: railway station, 1 mile, and space for bicycles in front of apartment. 
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… and on the Tate Gallery side of St Ives with lovely long views over
Porthmeor Beach and ‘the island’, a modern house in a quiet no through
road ending in a footpath to the coastal path, and 400 yards from shops, pubs
and restaurants. Inside, stylish, uncluttered and comfortable. On the seaward
side is an open piece of lawned garden with seats and great views, and, at
the back, a neat enclosed little paved courtyard (table/chairs) with potted
plants. Entrance porch (for coats/boots); small hall and open-plan
living/dining/fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave) with
laminate floor, sofa bed, ‘living flame’ gas fire and sea/beach views through
the patio doors. From the hall, stairs (stairgate) up to two bedrooms – a
double with super views, and one with two single beds; smart bathroom
(suite plus bath-shower) with tiled floor. TV/DVD. Best for maximum of 4
adults and 2 children. Unusually for St Ives, parking is possible in the quiet
road, otherwise public car park 350 yards (£5 daily or £30 weekly).

The view
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Carbis Bay: resort village (pub, two shops,
supermarket) with big sheltered sandy
beach, 1½ miles from St Ives (see left). On
railway (single track branch line to St Ives
from main line at St Erth). 

… 1½ miles inland from both Carbis Bay and St Ives but peacefully in farmland, a single-storey, stone-built cottage, semi-
detached from the owners’ house. Plenty of space outside; own patio and garden area looking on large courtyard with fishpond
and fountain. Beyond are the friendly owners’ 7 acres of fields with cattle, geese, which you are welcome to wander. 
Inside, well-decorated in pastel shades. Good-sized living/dining room (ceiling to apex, French windows to courtyard, TV/DVD).
Fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer); back door. Two bedrooms: double plus single bed
and en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), and one twin bedroom. Another bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
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... and in Carbis Bay, a large, detached, 1960s,
split-level hillside house with stunning views
over the beach to Godrevy lighthouse. Thirty-eight
steps down from parking bay to front door and patio.
Very private ½ acre of enclosed sloping lawn (small
children beware). Public footpath (steep in places) a
few yards from the house down to the beach (about
800 yards) and lovely footpath to St Ives (Hoppa
bus back).

Inside, hall; stairs down to living/dining room with TV/DVD/video, music centre
and full length picture windows/doors opening on to width-of-the-house balcony
with panoramic sea views, perfect for breakfast outdoors; fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer, TV/video); loo (washbasin). Stairs
down again to utility room (washing machine, tumble drier, Belfast sink),
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower) and a few more stairs down again to four
bedrooms - two twin (washbasins), one single (all with sea views), and double
(washbasin). An exceptionally positioned house. Bring your binoculars!
No pets from 1 March to 30 September.

The view
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. . . hamlet hideaway . . .    
Dowran: hamlet of farms and
ancient cottages deep in granite
hedgerow lanes, 2 miles from St
Just-in-Penwith, (shops, pubs,
cafés, galleries) and 4 from the
magnificent sand/surf beach 
at Sennen Cove. The Minack
Theatre (open-air, cliffside), 7
miles. Land’s End, about 6
miles. Moorland with many
prehistoric remains, footpaths
and pony-trekking nearby. 

… tucked away in Dowran, a sweet little Georgian cottage, one
in a row of three, with wide views from upstairs across farmland
to the Longships Lighthouse, Land’s End and, on a clear day, the
Isles of Scilly. Inside, knobbly walls, ceiling beams and a
comfortable mixture of modern and good pieces of old furniture.

About 10 yards of footpath lead to an attractive front garden, enclosed by a
stone wall over and through which wild plants have been encouraged to grow.
Porch (for coats/boots) to depth-of-cottage living/dining room catching
sunshine from morning to evening, with inglenook (multi-fuel stove) and slate
floor; tiny galley kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, gas
cooker). Stairs up to two bedrooms – both double, one roomy with those 
far-reaching sea views, and one distinctly cosy with a cabin-style bed (2 large
steps up) and Velux window; both beds have access to one side only and there
is limited clothes storage space; sunny bathroom (suite plus separate shower).
TV/DVD. A good hideaway for anyone, particularly walkers. Parking for
one car only (no other parking in hamlet). Arrival after 4pm.
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… also in Dowran, a Grade II listed, 17th
cent. granite cottage, 30 yards of hardcore
track from the lane. Enclosed, sheltered,
mature lawn/shrub garden (barbecue) back
and front, good for energetic youngsters or
for relaxing. Inside, lots of pine floors,

flagstones and quirky character. Front door (low lintel) from garden into large hall with beamed ceiling, huge granite inglenook
and folding snooker table; 4 steps up to living room (woodburner), and gallery (access by ladder steps) with exposed roof
timbers, books/games/toys, sliding glazed doors to patio (table/chairs, barbecue) and back garden; tall stone archway through
to kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, fridge-freezer) with large table/bench/chairs, CD player and door to dear little inner
courtyard. Still downstairs, two bedrooms – a twin and a single, both with clothes hanging space in splendid granite inglenooks;
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Stairs from hall up to small landing and two more bedrooms – a very roomy four-poster
double with en suite bathroom (suite), and a bunk room. TV/DVD/video. Outhouse with washing machine and tumble drier.
Arrival after 4pm. A smashing, relaxing family house, best for maximum of 5 adults and 2 children.
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Pendeen: village (church, two
good food pubs, restaurant,
shop), ½ mile from a magnificent
cliff coast (excellent walking).
Within 1½ miles are a pretty
cove beach, a spectacular
lighthouse and Geevor Mine
turned excellent museum. Much
prehistory around. St Just-in-
Penwith (shops, pubs, cafés,
galleries), 2 miles. Sennen
(magnificent beach), 6. St Ives

Theatre, 12-14 miles. 

… on the seaward edge of Pendeen, known as Lower Boscaswell, a
recently built semi-detached cottage blending in with its 18th cent.
neighbouring stone cottages, but with the benefit of 21st cent. insulation and
comfort. At the front, a neat gravelled parking area, and, at the back, a small
enclosed mostly lawn garden (table/chairs).

Inside, very contemporary with more than a hint of its architect owner’s style.
Hall with tiled floor; depth-of-house living/dining room with woodburner,
laminate floor and glazed door to garden; fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
microwave, fridge-freezer) with table/chairs, tiled floor and door to garden;

back lobby with washing machine, tumble drier and room for wetsuits, outdoor gear/boots. Loo (washbasin). Stairs up to three
bedrooms – a double (5’ bed), a twin, and a bunk room; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). More stairs up to an attic fourth
bedroom with 5’ bed, wardrobe on landing and bathroom (suite plus hand-shower). TV/DVD. Best for maximum of 6 adults and
2 children. Good family house within ½ mile of a pub and the rugged, spectacular coastal path.
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Brane: hamlet (stone cottages, working farm, Iron Age settlement) at the end of a no through road, deep in
lanes with footpaths in all directions. Lovely walk (1½ miles) to Drift Reservoir (fishing). Sennen (sand/surf
beach) and St Just-in-Penwith (shops, pubs, cafés, galleries), 3 miles. More sandy beaches at Porthcurno,
Porthchapel, Pedn Vounder, 7 miles. 

… in Brane, snuggling amongst its sister cottages, a sturdy detached 19th cent. stone cottage. A neat landscaped garden,
safely enclosed by a wall, with large lawn (good for ball games, table/chairs) surrounds it. Inside, recently totally renovated,
dove-tailing well with old ceiling beams and panelling. Depth-of-cottage living room (20’) with exposed floorboards and ceiling
beams (6’2”) and woodburner; dining area with huge granite inglenook (woodburner) and neat fitted kitchen with dishwasher;
utility room with washing machine, microwave and freezer. Steepish stairs up to four bedrooms – two double, one with en
suite shower-room (suite), and two single, all with long rural views; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). TV/DVD. Useful outhouse
for surfboards/bikes. Easy access to good restaurants. Brilliant for walkers/families in an almost traffic-free situation.
