Roadford Lake: spectacular 730-acre reservoir in beautiful, sparsely populated farmland. Boats, kayaks and
windsurf boards for hire (instruction available); trout fishing. Small ‘visitors centre’/café (open in summer) from
which various walks (good birdwatching; disabled facilities), 3 miles; birdwatching hide, 1. Germansweek
(church), 1; shops and pubs, 5. The sea/beaches (Bude, see page 187, Boscastle, see page 189), 20.

... near the top end of Roadford Lake and at the end of a no through lane is this brilliantly renovated, mainly 17th cent.
farmhouse. Set back and up a slope from the lane, so lovely views from all front windows. Lots of wildlife and lambs often
(spring/summer) can be seen in surrounding fields. In front, superb large patio/terrace with flower tubs/hanging baskets, at the
back much lawn space with ancient oak. A wing of the house is devoted to an indoor heated swimming pool (21’ x 10’ x 3’ to
5’6”) with first floor viewing gallery, huge arched glazed doorway to second patio. Adjacent games/exercise room with sauna,
rowing and cycling machines, pool table, table tennis, darts, shower and loo.

Inside, the house is beautifully decorated/furnished, light and sunny: ceilings beamed but not low; all slate floors with rugs
downstairs. Entrance (stable doors) from the terrace to small hall; living/dining room with marvellous inglenook open fireplace,
window seat, CD player and French windows to patio (chairs/table); reading room (woodburner in ancient fireplace, window
seat); excellent, pine-fitted kitchen (pretty in blues and yellows, dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer, double
oven, halogen hob, pine table) with back door to garden and stairs (stairgate) down to the pool, sauna, etc; twin bedroom with
door to pool viewing gallery and en suite bathroom (suite plus hand-shower); another downstairs loo/washbasin.

Combebow: hamlet in a wooded valley just
north-west of Dartmoor. Bridestowe (pub,
shop, church), 2 miles; Lewdown (see
right), 3 miles. Lydford (see page 125) and
the open moor, 5 miles. Okehampton
(small town, golf, tennis, indoor swimming
pool, cinema), 8 miles. Launceston, 10 |
miles. Good base for touring Devon and [~
Cornwall (easy access to A30). .

.. in Combebow, a very private, detached little house (originally used for storing and bottling honey) in 54 acres of meadows
and bluebell woods through which you are welcome to walk, with the River Lew tumbling past (private fishing). Also in the
grounds are the owners’ house and a 12th cent. mill, registered with English Heritage - all the original machinery is still there.
To its front, an enclosed garden, well-tended and much loved, with terrace (table/chairs, barbecue), wisteria arbour and willow
‘igloo; serene wooded views and abundant bird life.

Inside, neat, modern and very well done with terracotta flooring in an open-plan living (TV/DVD)/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer); attractive downstairs bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Open tread
stairs up to two bedrooms - a double and a twin, both with Velux windows and sloping ceilings. An oasis of tranquillity.
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. also in Combebow, on the road that runs through it, a superb new conversion of a detached, single-storey ‘olde’ smithy,
very smart and hugely convenient for touring Devon and Cornwall. At the back, a large, very private mostly lawned garden with
patio (table/chairs) and you are welcome to walk the owner’s 30 acres of bluebell woods with 12th cent. mill (see J140, above).

Lewdown: village (PO/shop, pub) in
wooded-valley farmland: very peaceful
with wonderful views of Dartmoor (6
miles). Lewtrenchard (hotel/restaurant),
Y2 mile. Dramatic Lydford Gorge, 6 miles.
Launceston (shops, leisure centre), 7
miles; north coast, about 25 (good road).
Roadford Lake (see page 47), 3. Easy
access to Two Moors Way (walking) and
Dingles Steam Village (seasonal).

.. a mile from the centre of Lewdown is this ‘chocolate box’ pretty detached and thatched little cottage on the 750 acre
Lewtrenchard estate. The cottage nestles behind a high hedge down a tranquil no through lane in the wooded Lewtrenchard
valley. It overlooks its lovely garden (bench, table/chairs) and the valley of the River Lew which is close by. In the woods above
the cottage is the old quarry from which the cottage takes its name, now a most attractive woodland lake in the grounds of the
renowned Lewtrenchard Manor Hotel (fine restaurant).

A little entrance porch leads into the beamed living room (open fire), off which is the dining room. Also downstairs is a modern
Shaker-style fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave), and bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). Upstairs, two
bedrooms — a double (5’ bed) accessed through a twin - and loo (washbasin). TV/DVD. Shed for bike storage. Ready meals
available. A magical cottage in a peaceful location with lovely walks from the doorstep.
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Gulworthy hamlet 3 miles west of Tavnstock (see page 124) deep in an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty,
just on the Devon side of the River Tamar (canoe expeditions). Nat. Trust Cotehele House and Buckland Abbey;,
4 and 6 miles. Plymouth with its shops, theatres, national marine aquarium and historic barbican, 11 miles.

.. about a mile from Gulworthy, set in 2 acres of Nat. Heritage Site woodland, a totally private, secluded little detached
single-storey house surrounded by a woodland garden (table/chairs) — a fantastic spot for those seeking complete calm and
a one-ness with the natural environment. The distinctive call of the elusive nightjar can be heard here, and don’t be surprised
by deer walking through the garden. Once a drying house for miners’ working clothes, now an immaculate cosy cottage. From
the garden, door into living/dining/fitted kitchen (washer-drier, microwave) with inglenook (woodburner — logs supplied),
TV/DVD and exposed high ceiling beams, through to roomy double bedroom (6’ zip-linked bed) with en suite shower-room

(suite). Lots of footpaths. No children. Brilliant, romantic, chill-out place.
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. . . patchwork of fields . . .

Cheriton Bishop: village (shop, pub, church)
| in rolling farmland 11 miles west of Exeter.
Dartmoor, 5 miles. Sea/sandy beaches
at Exmouth (see page 66), Dawlish or
Teignmouth (see page 71), 21 miles.

... in a most beautiful situation, alone in the middle of a 300 acre farm (yours to wander) on a hillside of trees and fields
above a deep wooded stream-valley with lakes 1%2 miles north of Cheriton Bishop, is this excellently built c1904 stone lodge.
Marvellous long views from most of its windows over the valley, woods and a patchwork of fields to Dartmoor hills, and
extremely peaceful. Own private lane to it. Farm buildings hidden 200 yards away; nearest other house, 400 yards. Foxes,
badgers about; kingfishers seen. Rough/game shooting arrangeable.

Lawn (enclosed) with roses surrounds it; patio (table/chairs). Inside, much comfort, some lovely furniture. Porch; parquet-floored
hall; comfortable living room (woodburner, TV/Sky/DVD/video, CD player) with hunting prints; dining room with Sheraton table,
chairs; very good, big, slate-floored fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washing machine, microwave, fridge-freezer) with big pine
table, oak units, bar/stools looking to garden/view; downstairs single bedroom/sunroom (also sofa bed) with en suite shower-
room (wet room suite) suitable for wheelchair users, TV/DVD and doors to patio.

Exeter (shops, restaurants, cinemas, theatre, leisure centres),
7 miles. Castle Drogo (Nat. Trust), 6. South coast (Starcross),
18. Easy drive to Cornwall (32 miles).

... 1%2 miles east of Tedburn St Mary, amidst rolling fields and farmland,
this newly converted (2009) milking parlour is now a smart and stylish
cottage, attached to (but with privacy from) the 16th cent. farmhouse
where the friendly owners and their young family live. At the front, your
own sunny, enclosed, slate courtyard (table/chairs, barbecue, log store)
and, off the drive, an enclosed orchard which you are free to roam
(shared with owners, their two friendly dogs and several free-range
chickens, usually eggs to collect). You also have more or less exclusive
(and considerate) use of an adjoining, flower-filled/lawned area (bench) next
to the farmhouse.

Long gravelled drive to gate into courtyard. Stable doors into open-plan
kitchen/dining/living room with oak floors (rugs), woodburner and small,
well-equipped kitchen area (slimline dishwasher, microwave, washer-
drier). Downstairs loo (washbasin). Upstairs, clever layout with two
bedrooms: a roomy double (5’ wrought iron bed), high-ceilinged with Velux
window and nicely retained roof timbers, and a smart twin — both with own
door off landing, plus lockable interconnecting door. Bathroom (suite plus
bath-power-shower). TV/DVD. Ready meals available. Stylish, comfortable
and everything thought of. Great base for countryside or city.

The view

... 4 miles west of Tiverton, deep in verdant lanes running
through lush rolling farmland, is the west wing of a 17th cent.,
Grade Il listed Devon longhouse with glorious long rural
views to Dartmoor. It is approached over 300 yards of private
driveway and has a paved area to the front with garden seat/table,
an old high garden wall on one side and empty barns/stabling on
the other. Through one of the old barns (4’ lintel) is a ‘secret
garden; cleverly designed by landscape expert owner specifically to enjoy
a wonderfully peaceful rural view; beyond is a small meadow and bluebell
wood for you to enjoy — you might see red deer.

Inside, comfortable and elegant. Fitted kitchen (dishwasher, washing
machine, microwave) with table/chairs; ground floor double bedroom (6’
zip-linked bed) with en suite bathroom (suite). Upstairs, large living room
with French oak floor, Persian rugs, vaulted ceiling beams and
TV/DVD/video, at the far end of which is a children’s play corner with
toys/games. Second bedroom with twin beds, washbasin and lovely views;
shower-room (suite). Great chill-out place.

Knowstone: sleepy, friendly little
village (church, thatched pub
with Michelin-rated restaurant,
ancient cottages) just south of
Exmoor National Park. Lots of
footpaths (Two Moors Way
passes through). Plenty of other
pubs for simpler meals in the
area. Dulverton (see page 24),
72 miles. Tiverton (see above)
and easy access to M5, 11
miles.

... the oldest cottage in the heart of Knowstone, a 16th cent., thatched, stone
and cob cottage (in a little terrace) within staggering distance of the good food
pub and church (rarely any bells). At the back, an enclosed, mostly lawned
garden (table/chairs, barbecue) and, beyond that, meadows and lovely long
views to Exmoor. Inside, full of character with knobbly walls, beams, steep
steps and uneven floors. From the lane, stable doors (low lintel) into living/dining
room with inglenook (woodburner) and a heavily beamed ceiling (5'6” head
clearance), TV/DVD, books, toys, games; fitted kitchen with washing machine
and microwave (freezer under the stairs); 3 stone steps down to shower-room
(suite) and door to garden. Door from living room to 9 steep, twisty, spiral steps
(handrail, 410" lintel) up into double bedroom with some low exposed roof
beams; this room leads through to a twin bedroom, both rooms with typical 16th
cent. uneven floors. Not suitable for anyone with mobility problems. A cosy
cottage to come home to after a day exploring.

DEVON'’S RIVER COUNTRY: rich red-soil vale . . .

Crediton: ancient, busy, purposeful farmers’ small town (good shops) in a beautiful rich red-soil vale. On the
railway. Exeter and the Dartmoor National Park, both about 8 miles. The sea/beaches at Exmouth (see page
66), about 20 miles.

... 2 miles from Crediton heading for Tiverton and set back from the A3072, three cottages, an apartment and a converted
barn (see pages 50 and 51), all very individually decorated and furnished and delightful. The two larger cottages (J164, J165)
in the wing of a beautiful Grade II* listed medieval manor house, the third cottage (J166) and the apartment (J167) across
the yard, and the recently converted barn (J168) beside the manor house, are set, with surrounding barns, in 20 acres of
farmland. They share a large indoor heated swimming pool (40’ x 18’ x 4'4” deep, changing room, shower/loos) with decked
patio outside (benches), and a games room (skittles, table tennis, pool table; open 9am to 9pm) with loo. Large pond and
stream in the grounds. Beautiful, peaceful countryside all round, fields to roam (adhering to the country code). Mile walk across
fields to a pub.

The owners have spent a huge amount of time and effort making each cottage individual; the paint is limewashed; the wing is
partly medieval, partly Georgian; the walls are hugely thick. Stairgates.

. Drake and Rook

Drake (arrow 1 left, above and interiors below left and right) has a
ramp to sunny patio (table/chairs) and entrance into farmhouse,
blue Shaker fitted kitchen/dining room with dishwasher, washing
machine (use of owners’ tumble drier), microwave, freezer, eye-
level oven and four-burner hob in enormous ornamental inglenook
fireplace (marvellous beam), original pine and slate floor, high
ceiling, large pine dining table/chairs. Off this, ramp up to sunny
living room with pine floor, woodburner, Welsh dresser,
TV/DVD/video, CD player, and downstairs twin bedroom with en
suite shower-room (suite). Boxed stairs (handrail) from the kitchen
lead up to two more bedrooms - a marvellously large and lovely
four-poster (5’) double, and a twin in cornflower/mauve colours;
small bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
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Rook (arrow 2 above left and interior right), at the far end of the
wing, has its own patio and shared garden and definitely the ‘wow’
factor. It is fun, cleverly decorated in bright jolly colours, its theme
Africa (the owners lived there for many years). Big, high-ceilinged |
living/dining room with ochre limewashed walls, huge fireplace |§
(woodburner), pine floors with rugs, Batik throws over sofas,
masks and ebony statues, TV/DVD/video, CD player, dining table.
Fitted kitchen with dishwasher, washing machine (use of
owners’ tumble drier), microwave and fridge-freezer. Stairs up
to two bedrooms, both with limited clothes hanging space - a
small room with Moroccan décor and, behind a harem screen, a
raised double bed (only for the agile - access from the bottom of
the bed!), and a safari-themed good-sized twin with mosquito nets
and wall hangings. Shower-room (suite, power-shower). A very
unusual and delightful cottage.
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Drake and Rook (J165) cottages have interconnecting doors and the dining table in Drake can seat 10, so booked
together they are ideal for a party of up to 10 people.

Middle Coombe

Huntsham: tiny village just east of the beautiful Exe valley
in unspoilt farmed hills. Bampton (shops, pubs) and the
River Exe (trout/salmon fishing), 3 miles; Tiverton (see
page 49) and Knightshayes (Nat. Trust), 5%; Exmoor, via
Dulverton (see page 24), 12. North and south coasts, 20-
25 miles; Croyde/Woolacombe beaches (see page 37),
29 via fast ‘link road: Golf, 3 miles. M5/railway station, 5.

... Middle Coombe is an outstandingly beautiful, 16th cent.
Grade II* listed, semi-fortified, detached, thatched hallhouse
(photographed in Pevsners), deep in its own gentle valley, amid
large beautiful gardens, with spectacular views across 240 acres
of organic working farm (Red Devon/Aberdeen Angus cattle) and
recently planted orchard with old Devon varieties of cider apple,
and mixed sustainable woodlands (ancient oak with double swing)
with many rare plants, red and roe deer, badgers and foxes. There
are extensive paths for walking or riding (4 mountain bikes
available); swings, trampoline and slides for playing (stream/pond
nearby, so small children must be supervised).
