












machine and tumble drier, and door to
courtyard.

A twin bedroom with step up to en suite
shower-room (suite).
A twin or zip-linked 6’ double with en suite
bathroom (suite plus hand-shower).
Interconnecting door (lockable) between
the twin rooms.
The master bedroom: a quite marvellous
room with fine, exposed, barrel vaulted
roof, polished ancient oak floor, a 5’
antique four-poster double bed with
beautiful drapes, and en suite bathroom
(suite with roll-top bath in the centre of the
room, plus hand-shower). There is also,
for all, a large family bathroom (suite plus
hand-shower and separate shower). 3
TVs/2 DVDs/video.

Widworthy: hamlet amid beautiful hills and valleys 4
miles east of Honiton (see page 61); 8 miles to the sea
at Beer (see page 65), Branscombe and Sidmouth;
about 12 to Lyme Regis and the fossil cliffs. Golf, 3
miles. Leisure centre in Honiton. Clay pigeon shooting
locally by arrangement. 

... most of a very fine, Grade II listed, 17th cent. manor house
(some parts older) on a medieval and Domesday site. It is set
in 500 acres of farmland, mainly dairy and arable (you are
welcome to watch the milking); the friendly farming owners live
in the wing. Extensively refurbished, the manor house is a
marvellous place for family gatherings of all kinds: huge
amounts of space, the biggest games room we have seen,
original features of the house retained - fine beams, granite
fireplaces.

Beside the forecourt are 1½ acres of enclosed children’s play
garden, mainly mown grass with excellent wooden equipment
(climbing frame, sandpit, swing, slide), also a sunken
trampoline. The garden stretches around the back of the house
to terracing where steps lead down to a huge gravelled
courtyard (also enclosed) with wooden tables, chairs. Also, a
fabulous new sheltered patio area with table/chairs, barbecue
and two six-seater hot tubs (available all year), and sauna.

Inside, the house is smart, well decorated, light. Entrance hall,
off which is a comfy, beamed living room with big fireplace
(woodburner);  beamed dining room with ancient (c1591)
sunken granite fireplace (open fire), table seating 16 (fine, high-
backed, upholstered chairs); well-equipped, oak fitted kitchen
with breakfast bar, flagstoned floor, Rangemaster, microwave,
gas hob, dishwasher, American fridge-freezer, washing
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. . . wildflower meadows . . .    EAST DEVON. . . beech-tree-crowned hill
Honiton: small, important, east Devon former
coaching town famous for lace-making and
antique shops, in the River Otter valley (trout
fishing). Sports centre (indoor swimming pool).
Lovely farmland all round – the wooded
Blackdown Hills and the flat valley. The sea
(beaches) at Sidmouth, 8 miles; Exeter, 14. 

... 2 miles from Honiton and 200 yards (private drive)
off a lane, two cottages close to the charming owners’
17th cent. farmhouse. They are in a brilliant, peaceful
position with fine views, on the side of that beech-tree-
crowned landmark, Dumpdon Hill (Iron Age fort, 
good walks, Nat. Trust), above the Otter Valley. You 
are welcome to help when possible on the
environmentally-friendly 135 acre working farm
(horses, chickens, Devon cattle, sheep).

Just across the old courtyard from the owners’ farmhouse, a barn
converted into a comfortable cottage, especially suitable and
thoughtfully designed for wheelchair users. Open-plan living
(woodburner)/dining/fitted kitchen, extremely well-equipped (including
for the disabled) with dishwasher, washer-drier, microwave, fridge-
freezer, TV/DVD/video and beautiful views to Dumpdon Hill; French
windows lead to patio (table/chairs) and 5 steps up to own small
garden (flowers, lawn) – both secluded, more good views. Downstairs
shower-room (suite). Upstairs (Stannah lift), two pretty bedrooms,
one double (5’ bed), one twin; and bathroom (suite). Spring water.
Arrival after 4pm.

Swallows Cottage has been excellently converted from an old
stone threshing barn into a high quality and welcoming
cottage facing privately away from the owners’ farmhouse and
G77 (see above). Patio (table/chairs), and own small, lawned
garden (just across quiet farm track) with lovely countryside
views. Inside, open-plan living (woodburner, TV/DVD/video)/
dining room with French windows to patio; well-equipped fitted
kitchen (dishwasher, microwave, small freezer, larder
fridge); utility area (washer-drier); loo (washbasin). Upstairs,
two bedrooms: a double (5’ bed), and a twin; bathroom (suite
plus bath-shower). Spring water. Arrival after 4pm.

Wilmington: small village (pub, 14th
cent. church) between Axminster (6
miles) and Honiton (see right), 4 miles
on the A35. Surrounded by pretty
hamlets (Widworthy, see page 60, 1½
miles; Cotleigh, 2), in an Area of
Outstanding Natural Beauty on the
edge of the Blackdown Hills. Nearest
coast, Beer or Seaton (see page 65),
9 miles, Lyme Regis, 11.

… a mile north of Wilmington, peacefully hidden in spring flower-filled lanes, two semi-detached, single-storey cottages,
newly (2009) converted from a former milking parlour and shippen, across the lane from the friendly owners’ farmhouse. You are
welcome to walk the 10 acres of surrounding heath and woodland and enjoy the wildlife. Walks are cut through the spectacular
organic wildflower meadows (picnic tables, see above) and ancient cider orchard, and a footpath meanders along the riverside
to nearby Cotleigh. The cottages are smart and modern throughout with high ceilings and Velux windows, some original beams,
and oak floors. Each has a south-facing suntrap deck behind, ideal for enjoying the peaceful valley views and soothing birdsong.
Below (8 steps down), a shared lawned area (barbecues). At the front, the cottages share a gravelled parking area, a laundry
(washing machine, tumble drier, drying rack) and a storage barn, useful for your own bikes/beach gear etc. Smart and
comfortable cottages in a peaceful and picturesque location.

1 Shippen Cottages (see arrow 1): open porch for coats/boots; stable doors into roomy and light open-plan living/dining/fitted
kitchen (slimline dishwasher, microwave) with leather sofa and chair and French windows to deck (table/chairs). Double
bedroom (5’ brass bed) with fully tiled en suite shower-room (suite).

2 Shippen Cottages (see arrow 2): open porch for coats/boots; stable doors into spacious, airy and light open-plan
living/dining/fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave) with comfy leather sofas and French windows to deck (table/chairs). Two
bedrooms – both smart with pretty valley views: double (5’ bed) with en suite roll-in shower-room (wet-room suite), and a twin
with en suite shower-room.
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EAST DEVON: Cadhay

Ottery St Mary: small market town (sports centre, tennis,
pubs, restaurants, church), amid rolling farmland and
beautiful woods beside the River Otter, where Coleridge
was born and wrote a sonnet to the river. Honiton (see
page 61), 5 miles (sports centre/indoor swimming pool).
Exeter, 12 miles; the coastal path and sea (and golf) at
Sidmouth, 5. 

… Cadhay - a mile from Ottery St Mary - is one of Simon
Jenkins’ ‘England’s Thousand Best Houses’ and was one of
16 shortlisted by Country Life for their 2006 ‘Finest manor
house’ award. It is mostly Tudor, built around 1550 by a local
lawyer who married an heiress, Miss de Cadehaye. A long gallery
was added in Elizabeth I’s reign. Jacobean additions created a
lovely sheltered central courtyard, the ‘Court of the Sovereigns’,
overlooked by four carved images of Tudor monarchs. Enclosed
by the house and overlooked by most rooms, it has chequerboard-
effect stone and flint walls.

Full of character but with modern comfort, Cadhay is a
beautiful and welcoming place. It is Grade I listed and you can
marry here – please ask us for more information. Approached
along a shady avenue of limes, the whole house is yours and
stands peacefully alone apart from a quiet ‘home’ farm beyond.
The magnificent 3 acre garden, described in a magazine article
as ‘understated, gracious and beautiful’, fades via a ha-ha into
countryside and has fine trees, cedars, fountains and walkways,
herbaceous borders, yew hedges, ½ acre lake which was originally
medieval fishponds (unfenced – children beware) and huge lawns
to enjoy (croquet available). There is also a walled garden with well-
tended allotments and 50 acres of farmland around the house.  

Inside, wonderful rooms, fine fireplaces, leaded windows,
granite mullions, stucco ceilings, designer curtains, beautiful
furniture, paintings.

The Georgian porch leads into the entrance hall off which is a study
(TV) with comfy seating for 4, and the dining room with amazing

carved stone fireplace (woodburner)
and mahogany table/chairs seating 14
(extension to 20), surveyed by portraits
of the ancestors.From the dining room,
there are three fine interconnecting rooms for sitting in (totalling 70’): the
living hall with 18th cent. furniture, oak floor with rugs, woodburner,
comfy seats for 8, the main wooden 16th cent. gradual curving stairs; the
library with woodburner, TV/DVD and comfy seats for 5; and the drawing
room with Georgian panelling, comfy seats for 10, writing desk and
ornamental fireplace. A small, flagstone-floored study leads to the flower
room and garden beyond. Doors from the main rooms invite you into the
enclosed Court of the Sovereigns with huge wooden table/benches for al
fresco eating and summer evenings (additional seating and barbecue by
west entrance). Large farmhouse-style kitchen with four-door Aga,
electric range with halogen hob, microwave, butler sink, Welsh dresser,
table/chairs seating 8; steps down to slate-shelved pantry (freezer, drinks
fridge); scullery with sink and dishwashers; utility room (washing
machine, tumble drier, Sheila maid). Back stairs beside the kitchen.
Downstairs twin bedroom, Haydon, with huge stone arch and fireplace
and, next door, a shower-room suite. Also, two separate loos.

Upstairs, are seven more very good-sized bedrooms, most with lovely views over the gardens; most with fine ornamental
fireplaces:
Whetham – a corner room with contemporary double handcrafted half-tester (5’6”), view over the garden and en suite bathroom
(bath plus hand-shower and washbasin)
The ‘Dressing Room’ - a smallish single bedroom (optional interconnecting door to Whetham)
The Nursery – a twin with panelling, double aspect windows and window seat
Sugar Plum – a corner four-poster double (5’) with Georgian panelling, window seat and double aspect windows, accessed via
The Nursery or the Long Gallery
Barton – a lovely double aspect corner room with fine four-poster double (5’3”), lovely drapes
Reibey – a small single room with view to front of the house
Paulet – the master corner bedroom with a four-poster double (5’), carved stone fireplace (ornamental), double aspect windows
and en suite bathroom (suite with roll-top bath plus hand-shower, and optional door to landing)
Two more bathrooms (suites plus hand-showers) and a separate loo.
On the same floor are the Long Gallery, stretching the width of the house with a fascinating display of historical items, and the
quite magnificent Roof Chamber with the arch-braced roof from the original Great Hall and much fine oak furniture. This is one
of the designated marriage rooms.
On the top floor are two separate attics, with four smaller bedrooms (sloping ceilings) which are comfy and smart:
The East Attic: two twin bedrooms, Peveril and Newton, with a bathroom (suite plus hand-shower and separate shower) and
large anteroom with table tennis.
The West Attic: two twin bedrooms, McClintock and Peere Williams, and two bathrooms (suites with roll-top baths plus hand-
showers) with a shared private sitting room (TV).

So that’s twelve bedrooms (4 double, 6 twin, 2 single), seven bathrooms, one shower-room, plus three separate loos.

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. . . for garden and country lovers . . .    . . . historic farmhouse

Ottery St Mary (see page 62):

... in a corner of the original walled kitchen
garden of exceptional Cadhay (G100, see
left, tours on Fridays), 50 yards away, are the
former Stables and Coach House. They

have been finely converted with flair and thought into two good
cottages; each with its own small patio and grassy area (table/chairs)
overlooking the walled garden. Inside the walled garden are 14
beautifully kept allotments, fruit trees and a fascinating greenhouse,
tended by the resident gardener, one of the friendliest and  most
knowledgeable you can meet. Between 28 May and 4 June a church
fête and the National Garden Scheme are held at Cadhay, when a
section of the kitchen garden is roped off for your privacy (also August
Bank Holiday weekend). Good walking from the front door. The
original farm buildings are close by. Professional catering available. 

The Coach House (see arrow 1) is light, very spacious, with plenty
of beams retained upstairs, good furniture, some excellent antiques,
interesting paintings, bright rugs, good quality curtains. Hall –
originally the tack room with pine panelling and saddle racks – leads
to big, bright living room with floor-to-ceiling windows, woodburner,
Persian rugs, TV/DVD. Spacious fitted kitchen/dining room

(dishwasher, washing machine, tumble drier, microwave, freezer) with tiled floor and door to the big working greenhouse
through which is access to your garden. Downstairs loo. Upstairs, three bedrooms: large master bedroom (6’ zip-linked bed) with
en suite bathroom (suite plus separate power-shower); a pretty double with beams and en suite bathroom (suite plus hand-
shower), and a twin with beams and en suite bathroom (suite plus separate shower). Logs included. Cautionary Deposit
£250. Exceptional for garden and country lovers. All well done and good quality throughout.

The Stables (see arrow 2) have been
converted just as carefully and well,
perhaps slightly smaller overall, but
equally comfortable and to the same
high standard, with Persian and other
ethnic rugs, antiques, nice paintings.
Entrance hall to big, bright open-plan
living/dining room (woodburner) with
large French windows looking towards
Cadhay. Smart fitted kitchen with
dishwasher, microwave, freezer and
door to your garden/patio overlooking

the allotments. Comfortable sitting room/study with sofas, TV/DVD, desk, and
downstairs lobby/loo (washer-drier). Upstairs, three bedrooms - a master
double (6’ bed or twin) and a twin sharing a bathroom (suite plus hand-shower
and separate power-shower), and another twin with en suite bathroom (suite
plus hand-shower and separate shower). Logs included. Cautionary Deposit
£250. All well done. Good quality throughout.
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Farway: valley farming village (church) in an Area of
Outstanding Natural Beauty on the edge of the Blackdown
Hills. Honiton (see page 61), 3 miles; Colyton (shops, pubs,
tramway to Seaton, see page 65), 4; the sea and ‘Jurassic
Coast’ at Beer (see page 65) and Branscombe, 4 miles;
Sidmouth, 8; Lyme Regis (old harbour town), 12. 

… on the edge of Woodbridge hamlet is Hornshayne Farmhouse,
a large, beautiful and imposing thatched farmhouse adjoining the
owners’ cottage in the midst of this busy, working, 330 acre
dairy/arable farm (you are welcome to help feed the calves). There’s
been a house here since Saxon times; ‘gentrified’ in the 1700s, this
farmhouse retains many original and fascinating features (still has a
salting cupboard and ceiling chamber in the kitchen). Outside, plenty
of open space (river frontage with trout fishing, ponds, walks with
outstanding views, and miles of unspoilt countryside) surrounding the
very pretty garden (picnic table, giant chess, shallow stream; great
play castle and sandpit, shared with owners) and games barn (half-
sized billiard table, table tennis, TV/DVD, kitchenette with fridge, loo).
Within walking distance of the East Devon Way.

Inside, living room (‘living flame’ fire, TV/DVD/video) and enormous,
hub-of-the-house kitchen/dining room (huge inglenook fireplace with
original bread oven, oil fired Rayburn, separate cooker with induction
hob, dishwasher, American fridge-freezer, microwave), both with
original slate flag floor; tiny games room (TV/DVD, PlayStation);
children’s playroom (toys); shower-room (suite); utility room (washing
machine, tumble drier, Belfast sink).

Upstairs, five bedrooms (all with TV) on three levels.

Level 1: double with en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).

Level 2: family bedroom (6’ zip-linked double or twin and single bed)
with en suite shower-room (suite); two double (one with 6’ zip-linked
double or twin); and family bathroom (suite with corner bath and
separate shower).

Level 3 (attic): very large master double (6’ bed) with en suite
bathroom (suite with roll-top bath plus hand-shower).

Spring water. Professional catering and ready meals available.
Cautionary Deposit £300.
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conservatory (overlooking the fabulous view, with French windows to the patio); dining room; large fitted kitchen/breakfast room
(dishwasher, combi-microwave, gas range cooker with 5 burners/2 ovens/separate grill); utility room (washing machine,
tumble drier, another combi-microwave, fridge-freezer, sink, CD player) and door to courtyard. Two staircases up to five
bedrooms – two double (5’ beds, TV/DVD/video); a twin (TV/DVD/video) with view over courtyard and sloping ceiling; another
twin (TV) with views of the valley; and a third small twin (TV/video) overlooking the courtyard with part sloping ceiling; three
bathrooms (suites - one with hand-shower and sloping ceiling; one with hand-shower, separate shower and sloping ceiling; and
one with corner bath and bath-shower).

The single-storey annexe overlooks the courtyard. Open-plan living (TV/DVD/video, music centre)/dining/kitchen (microwave,
fridge-freezer, washing machine) with large French windows to the courtyard and hot tub; a double bedroom (5’ bed) and
bathroom (suite with corner bath plus hand-shower and separate shower). The annexe is suitable for people with mobility
difficulties. 

8 TVs/6 DVDs/7 videos. Cautionary Deposit £250. There is plenty of space both inside and out, and plenty to do and see.

Southleigh: an unspoilt and off-the-beaten-track village (church, annual show in August) in a valley 3 miles
west of Colyton. Honiton (mainline railway station, see page 61), 7½ miles; Exeter airport, 20; the beaches/sea
at Branscombe and Beer (see page 65), 4; Sidmouth, 8; and pretty Lyme Regis, 9. 

… about a mile from Southleigh, a large, detached, south-facing farmhouse with attached annexe high on a hillside
overlooking a beautiful valley, with almost 180 degree views of rolling countryside, and surrounded by 200 acres of fields and
woods. In the garden (furniture, barbecue, swing, slide and climbing frame, strutting peacocks/roaming chickens and ducks –
eggs to collect), a summer house/games room (half-size pool table, table tennis, table football) and, in the large central courtyard
between the farmhouse and its annexe, a hot tub and trampoline. You are welcome to wander the fields (alpacas and pot-
bellied pigs to feed), enjoy the bluebell woods (deer and badger watching), stream, duck pond, and the gorgeous views and, if
this isn’t enough, there’s a range of activities on offer (extra). These include clay pigeon shooting, quad biking (adults/children),
Aga Cats (amphibious vehicles), archery and deer stalking. Horse riding/pony-trekking and deep sea fishing locally can also be
arranged.

Inside the farmhouse, plenty of room to relax. Hall; downstairs loo; two living rooms - one with electric ‘living flame’ fire and door
to central courtyard - the other enormous with plenty of comfy seating, electric ‘living flame’ fire and door to a light and sunny
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Poltimore: red-stone hamlet (farm shop) in farmland about
1½ miles from Exeter. Broadclyst (attractive pub, PO/shop,
and one of Devon’s finest church towers), Stoke Canon
(riverside village with pub and shop) and Killerton House
and gardens (Nat. Trust), all within 2 miles. The sea/sandy
beaches/sailing at Exmouth (see page 66), 12 miles. 

... a cottage in the grounds of the owners’ 60 acre organic farm. This is ‘the good life’,
totally peaceful; ½ acre lake (carp fishing); four mountain bikes; ponies, goat and a couple
of cats and dogs. Two enclosed gardens, one with trampoline, slide, swing, climbing frame
and picnic tables, and the other with badminton and barbecue, and games barn (half-
sized pool table, darts), all shared with two other apartments. Old farm buildings close by,
but beyond are stunning views. A friendly and comfortable place to stay.

Entrance via steps up to a little wooden balcony (stairgate, good for evening sun), then
stable doors to the living/dining/fitted kitchen (microwave, fridge-freezer), light and bright
with leather sofas, stripped floors (rugs) and ceiling to apex, TV/DVD; off this a double
bedroom. A beautiful pine spiral staircase (stairgates) leads down to one double and one
twin bedroom, bathroom (suite plus bath-shower), small utility room (washer-drier) off
the double bedroom, and back door.
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Topsham: old, interesting and attractive little town (good shops,
antiques) beside the River Exe estuary, once Exeter’s
Roman/medieval port. On railway. Riverside walks, boat trips, good
birdwatching (RSPB reserve). Exmouth (see page 66), 7 miles. Exeter (city
amenities), 4. Three good golf courses within 7 miles. Beautiful farmland
and the heath-hill of Woodbury Common inland. 

… on a quiet lane in Topsham, close to the shops and pubs and a slipway, a
surprisingly spacious, second floor apartment in a terrace of 18th cent. houses,
possibly once warehouses. Split-level site, so almost ground level (4 steps up) front
entrance. Lovely view from the other side, which fronts on to The Strand, over the
quay and estuary to countryside beyond. Entrance to a little hall, then 5 steps up to the
comfortable living/dining room with the magnetic view that draws you to the window
(window seat). Little kitchen (washer-drier, microwave); two bedrooms - double and
twin (both with the view) - and bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). TV/DVD/video. 

The view
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Seaton: small, friendly seaside town (pebble
beach) at the mouth of the River Axe estuary
(sailing, harbour). Cliffs on either side (World
Heritage Site ‘Jurassic Coast’): fine coast path
walks; 3 mile tramway through Axe Valley nature
reserve. Lyme Regis (lovely harbour town), 8 miles
by car, 6 by path. Golf nearby. Close inland,
beautiful farmland and pretty villages. 

... on the seafront esplanade in Seaton, an extremely
pleasant, modern Regency-style terraced house,
looking straight out to sea; pub/shops/harbour, 200
yards; good restaurant, 100 yards. Small enclosed patio
(flowers, table/chairs, paved and quite secluded) and small
garage at the back. Inside, well-decorated, easy, very light,
with good furniture, some antique, nice pictures. Front
door to hall off which small study (TV/video). Very efficient
fitted kitchen/dining room with gas hob, electric
double oven, dishwasher, washing machine,
microwave, fridge-freezer and glazed door to
patio. Downstairs loo/washbasin. On first floor,
a sunny, comfy living room (TV/DVD) with
straight-to-sea view and double sliding
windows to wrought iron balcony; twin
bedroom, and bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower). On second floor, double bedroom (5’
bed) with sea view and en suite shower-room
(suite), and another twin room. No children
under 10, except pre-crawling babies
(balcony danger). Highly civilised.
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Beer: pretty fishing village
(shops, restaurants, galleries)
with cove harbour and sloping
pebble beach. Chalk cliffs on
either side hide underground
caves (tours). Sea fishing
trips. Golf nearby. Coastal
walks (‘Jurassic Coast’) to
lovely harbour towns: Seaton
(see above), 2 miles; Lyme
Regis, 8 (10 road miles).
Honiton (see page 61), 10
miles; Exeter, 22.

… in Beer, 500 yards up from the
centre of the village, a smart,

terraced house which has been completely renovated and refurbished. At the back, a
sheltered courtyard (table/chairs, barbecue) with steepish steps up to two enclosed
terraces, views of village rooftops from the lower one (shed for surfboards/wetsuits etc).
At the front, steps up from parking space to hall (for coats/boots).

Inside, a modern seaside feel with stripped wood, seagrass flooring and cool coastal
colours. Comfortable living room with rugs on painted wooden floors; neat fitted
kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, microwave) with tiled floor and table/chairs in the

The view
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Lympstone: pretty and remarkably
unspoilt village between low red-
stone cliffs beside the Exe estuary
(sailing boats, windsurfers). Harbour,
estuary shingle beach, church,

several pubs and shops, railway; stunning views. Exmouth (sandy beaches,
see right), 3 miles; Exeter, 8; two good golf courses within 4 miles. South West
Coast Path from Lympstone to Exmouth (walk/cycle). 

... on the waterfront in Lympstone at the end of a cobbled lane, a delightful, semi-
detached cottage a few feet from the water’s edge. Lovely views across the bay to the
harbour and over the estuary to Powderham Castle and Starcross. The cottage is 19th
cent. with much character. Outside, a small paved and walled area (table/chairs and bench
seat). Entrance from porch into cosy living room (comfortably seats 4); dining room; small
but smart fitted kitchen (washer-drier, microwave, fridge-freezer, gas hob and electric
oven). Downstairs loo (washbasin). From the dining room, stairs up to a double bedroom
(6’ lintel, brilliant views) and bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). More stairs (steepish) to
a big attic-like room with three single beds. TV/DVD/video. Parking in public car park,
approx. 400 yards.
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EAST DEVON: lovely views from Lympstone . . .    

Exmouth: seaside town at the
mouth of the River Exe with a
long, fine sandy beach. Large
enough to offer a good range of
facilities (shops, pubs, club, PO,

cinema, theatre) but not ‘big townish’. Virtually everything within
walking distance. Sailing/windsurfing schools, birdwatching,
coastal/estuary walks, golf, all nearby. Exeter, 8 miles; Dartmoor, 20. 

... in Exmouth, less than 5 minutes’ walk from the excellent beach and 30 yards
from the low tide sandy estuary and the marina (shops, cafés), a smart three-
storey town house in a very popular area.

Own small, enclosed patio with views over the estuary. From patio, French
windows to open-plan, hub-of-the-house fitted kitchen/dining room (washer-
drier, microwave, freezer); downstairs loo; and bunk bedroom (limited clothes
hanging space).

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. . . fine sand in Exmouth

... also in Exmouth, ½ mile from the
seafront/beach, quietly tucked away
close to the heart of town (station,
500 yards), a neat, end of terrace
cottage. On four levels, with a fresh,
modern seaside feel, it has a pretty
suntrap courtyard at the back, and,
from the top floor bedroom, great
panoramic views over town to the
Exe estuary and Lympstone (see
above left) beyond.

Street door to hall; overlooking 
the courtyard, a light and bright 
fitted kitchen (slimline dishwasher,
microwave, washer-drier, gas hob/oven) with arch to dining room; half-turn stairs down
(door to courtyard on landing) to a sweet little ‘garden’ living room (6’ beam, TV/DVD, CD
player) with second door to courtyard (table/chairs, gate to side lane). On the first floor,
two smart twin bedrooms (one with TV/DVD, limited clothes hanging space), and
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). More steepish stairs up to top floor double bedroom
(5’ bed, sloping ceilings) with stripped floorboards/rugs, estuary views over the rooftops,
and en suite shower-room (suite, sloping ceilings/low eaves). Loading/unloading outside,
limited street parking nearby. Public car park, 500 yards. Nicely done, attractive and
comfy. Convenient location for seaside and town.
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... and in the same narrow cobbled lane in Lympstone, a cosy, ‘upside down’ cottage
with small balcony overlooking the estuary. Very comfortable living/dining/fitted kitchen
(dishwasher, microwave, freezer, gas hob, electric oven), ceiling to the apex, which
takes up the whole of the first floor, with wooden floors in the kitchen and dining areas. The
living area has exposed stone wall, CD player and, at one end, glazed door leading to the
small balcony (table/chairs) which has wonderful views across the estuary to Powderham
Castle and Starcross. Downstairs (stairgate), two bedrooms - double with en suite
shower-room (power-shower, suite) and another double with en suite bathroom (suite plus
hand-shower). Under the stairs, a washer-drier. TV/DVD/video.

Public car park, about 400 yards away. A good comfortable base, cosy all year round,
and convenient for those who want to leave the car at home.
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
