Carbis Bay: resort village (two
shops, supermarket) with big

sheltered sandy beach, 1% miles
from St lves (see brochure, page
10). On railway (single track branch line to
St Ives from main line at St Erth).

. about 2 miles inland from the fantastic
beaches of Carbis Bay, and St lves, a
neat detached single-storey granite barn
conversion, deep in spring flower-filled Cornish
hedgerow lanes. There are a few scattered
neighbours and lovely long tranquil pony-grazed
meadow views to the coast. A five-bar gate from
the lane and granite walls enclose the lawned
garden (table/chairs, barbecue) and mature
trees and hedges give privacy.

St Agnes: attractive, unspoilt tiny
town with useful small shops, pubs,
craft workshops, pottery, gallery. .
Trevaunance Cove (splendid
sand/surf beach), %2 mile; another |
fine beach (Chapel Porth), 1%
miles. Spectacular landscape (mine
house ruins) and splendid walks
(coast path, seals). Riding stables
nearby. Golf (Perranporth), 4%
miles. Newquay, 12 miles; Truro, 8;
St Ives, about 20.

... on the edge of St Agnes along a quiet residential lane, a large detached 19th cent.
cottage. It faces out over a very private, established lawned garden (table/chairs), full
of flowering shrubs and sheltering trees.

St Mawes: one of the most
beautifully, warmly situated
seaside places in Cornwall;

one of the two prongs of the
lovely Roseland Peninsula.
It looks across the mouth of

Falmouth Bay to Falmouth (see brochure, page 54) and the mouth of the
Helford River. Pedestrian ferry to Falmouth and cruises on Carrick Roads, its
great natural harbour. Sailing school (dinghies). Slipway. Fishing trips by
arrangement. St Just in Roseland, 2 miles.

... totally renovated and newly equipped for 2009 is Stargazers, a contemporary-style
detached house with breathtaking sea views, set in landscaped south-facing gardens
(shrubs, patios, lawns) in a peaceful area of St Mawes, just 2 minutes’ walk from the
Castle and coastal walks, and a 5-7 minute stroll to the beaches, shops and restaurants.

St Mawes (see page 7):

.. named after the tea plants which

thrive in the front garden and come
from the Nilgiri mountains in southern
India where ‘fragrant and flavourful’
tea is produced, Nilgiris is a newly
renovated, south-facing detached
house. It is in a peaceful area of
St Mawes, just a couple of minutes’
walk from the centre of the village,
beaches, shops and restaurants, and
has panoramic sea views from Place
Manor to St Anthony’s Head, out to
sea, Helford and beyond.

Plenty of parking. Entrance into spacious hall with oak cupboards and stairs. Amtico
flooring/rugs throughout ground floor. Very large living room (woodburner, sea view)
with 14’ concertina windows/doors to decked patio; dining area (sea view) with separate
window and glazed door to patio; large open-plan kitchen (dishwasher, microwave,
American spa fridge-freezer, coffee machine).

St Merryn: the village (old pub,
good restaurants, small shops)
for the Trevose peninsula,
1% miles from the country/
golf club. Harlyn Bay (sandy
beach), 1 mile, and at least four
other very good sand/surfing
beaches within 3 miles and
splendid cliff scenery/walking
(Bedruthan Steps, Trevose
Head). Padstow (see brochure,
page 29), 4 miles. Newquay
airport, 10 miles.

... in St Merryn, within 100 yards of pub,
café and shops, a large, custom-built 4
year old single-storey house in a gated
close, with three similar properties.

Paved and lawned areas surround it with
a totally private, enclosed courtyard
(table/chairs) at the back. Inside is
smart, modern and stylish. Front door into
big hall; large living room with two sets of
sliding doors, books, games and toys;
equally large dining room with patio doors
to courtyard; fitted kitchen (dishwasher,
microwave, fridge-freezer); utility room
with washing machine.

... from Weir Quay, a single track road winds up
beside the River Tamar and about 400 yards
upstream towards Morwellham (6 miles) and set
back from the river, nestling amongst trees, is a
sweet little slate and stone-faced detached cottage
with superb water views. Gravelled drive (shared
with owners) leads to the front of the cottage where
large French windows open to own slate terrace,
ideal for boat/birdwatching, sunsets.

Inside is light and spacious and made very relaxing and private, everything on one level.

The exquisite adjoining historical fishing
1 villages of Kingsand and Cawsand are two of
Cornwall’s very best, set in a conservation area
within a designated area of outstanding natural
beauty, there is something positively Italian about
them, sheltered by a wooded headland at the
mouth of Plymouth Sound; pebble-and-sand
. beaches, real ale and family pubs, cafés and
essential shops. Canoes, sailing boats
and windsurf boards for hire in Cawsand.
Flower-boat ceremony on May Day. Whitsand
Bay (big sandy beach - see brochure, page 78),
1 mile; Mount Edgcumbe Park (800 acres for
walking) and gardens (beautiful) and pedestrian
ferry to Plymouth (city amenities, theatre,
cinema, Hoe, old Barbican area, harbours), 2%z
miles. Plymouth by car ferry, about 8%2 miles.

.. in Kingsand, a sweet 18th cent. cottage tucked in with sister cottages set back a
little from a lane. Both it and its neighbour have access over a cobbled pathway.
Opposite there is a small terrace (table/chairs). Three steps up to front door into sunny
living/dining/newly fitted kitchen (microwave, washing machine) with comfy sofa and
folding dining table/chairs. Steepish, narrow stairs up to two bedrooms — a pretty
double with views across slate roofs to cow-grazed hills, and a neat little room with a
single bed. Shower-room (suite). No smoking. Loading and unloading outside — car
park 100 yards. Excellent shop 50 yards, beach/pubs/coastal path 150 yards. A cosy
and convenient cottage.
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Kingsand (see left):

. and also in Kingsand, south-facing, on three
levels, end one of a row of ancient cottages with
17th cent. origins. It has pretty views out over the
village roof tops to the sea beyond. In front, a tiny bit
of sunny garden with table/chairs — more pedestrians
and horseriders pass by than vehicles. A mere 30
yards away is the entrance to Mount Edgcumbe’s 800
acre estate and the coastal path. Nearest good food,
friendly pub, 50 yards; beach, 150 yards.

Inside is every inch a home, having been stylishly
renovated and decorated in recent years. Stable
doors (5'8” lintel) lead into a sunlight-filled dining room
with limestone flag floor, ceiling beams, lovely old
dresser and multi-fuel stove; fitted galley kitchen
(dishwasher, washing machine, microwave) with
hand-crafted oak work surfaces and butler sink.
From dining room, half-turn steepish stairs up to living room with oak floor, open fire,
comfy sofas, one of which is a sofa bed, and door to the ancient original back lane.
At this level also a dear little single bedroom (5°6” door lintel). More steepish stairs up to
a double bedroom with long views out over the village and coast, plus a smart, beamed
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower). No smoking. Phone for incoming calls.
Broadband. A gem of a cottage. Loading and unloading outside, car park 150 yards.
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. . . shipping views from fort

Fort Picklecombe (see left & right): right
at the entrance to Plymouth Sound (on
the Cornish side) is this fort, built in 1848
to protect Plymouth from the frightening
French, now excellent apartments.
Their sea views are stunning and there
is a constant movement of shipping —
sometimes warships. Long private drive
leads to it. Well kept very pretty terraced
gardens, rock pool beach (windsurfing,
shore fishing, sand at low tide). Exquisite
+ Kingsand and Cawsand (see page 10),
2 miles; % mile (coast path) to Mount
Edgcumbe Country Park; pedestrian
(Cremyll) ferry to Plymouth, 2 miles; car
ferry, 10. Laundry and payphone on site.

.. on the third floor, with fantastic 180 degree
~ sea views from Plymouth Sound to Cawsand
and Looe beyond, an extremely well kept,
‘home from home’ apartment. Inside: hall,

living/dining room, smart fitted kitchen area (washer-drier, microwave) full of
interesting pictures and pieces of china, glazed doors to balcony (table/chairs), all with
superb sea views (telescope). At the back, overlooking the gardens, two bedrooms -
one twin, and one with single and pull-out truckle; bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).
Sleeps maximum 4, including babies. No smoking. Cautionary Deposit £100.
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Fort Picklecombe (see left):

.. also on the third floor, a neat stylish apartment
with amazing right-out-to-sea views. From landing,
door to hall (coats/boots); open-plan living/dining/
fitted kitchen (dishwasher, microwave) with big
comfy sofas and cupboard with folding 26" single
bed. At the back, looking over the well kept gardens,
is the double bedroom; bathroom (suite plus bath-
shower). No smoking. No children. Fantastic

chill-out place.

Chagford: lively, friendly little town (pubs, shops, outdoor swimming pool,
tennis) well away from any main road in the shelter of high Dartmoor. Past
it the River Teign (fishing) hurries through woods and meadows below Castle
Drogo (Nat. Trust). Excellent walking; superb views. Open moor, 2 miles; golf,
3; Exeter, 17; sea/beaches, about 20.

... about 2 mile from the open moor and 3 miles from Chagford, is the marvellous
ancient settlement of Northill with beautiful Grade Il listed, 14th cent. Devon
longhouse and barn, in 30 acres of farm and parkland bordering the gloriously
wooded North Teign river valley. It is all yours except for one other property nearby.
The house had alterations in the 1930s when windows were enlarged and a large ‘staff’
wing added. Now new owners - who collect antique furniture as is evident - have turned
it into a brilliantly comfortable, luxurious, 21st cent. home.

It is approached by ¥4 mile of private, tarmacked lane which is very narrow in places,
but quite wide enough for 4x4s and steady drivers. In front of the house is a terrace with
granite-faced leat, stream and small clapper bridge which leads to the front door. At the
back, a sheltered courtyard (barbecue, table/chairs).

The house is decorated in the gentle muted tones of Farrow and Ball, showing off the fine
antique furniture, sumptuous furnishings, excellent paintings and extremely comfy
sofas. Most of the floors are oak; the bathrooms luxurious with slate or limestone tiled
floors, white fitments and subtle lighting.

Inside, a cross passage leads to the elegant drawing room with huge granite open
fireplace, big leaded windows (deep seats), fine views over the grounds and farmland
and stairs up to the bedrooms. On the other side of the cross passage is the original ‘hall’
with another open fireplace (fine granite lintel) and one of the house’s two

: .

granite spiral staircases, both of which are carefully restored but gated off and unused
as there are two normal staircases. Next door is the dining room with a fine 17th cent.
oak screen, another open fireplace, oak refectory dining table seating 10 and another
spiral staircase. Downstairs cloakroom with loo (washbasin). In the wing is a huge and
splendid farmhouse kitchen with Welsh dresser, island, freezer, microwave,
dishwasher, and 4-door electric Aga half dividing the room to provide a good-sized
breakfast area (pine table/long bench/chairs), and snug with sofa, woodburner, TV,
books, games. Off the kitchen, a utility room (washing machine, tumble drier);
downstairs loo, boot room and back door to courtyard.

Two staircases lead to six bedrooms:

The marvellous master bedroom suite - above the drawing room — a fine big room with
6’ bed, cream sofas, walk-in wardrobes, yew wood furniture — a beautifully furnished
room with excellent views over the grounds and en suite luxury slate-floored bathroom
(suite plus separate shower); The Chinese bedroom with twin beds (or 6’ zip-linked
double), excellent paintings, lacquer work, wall plaques, built in wardrobe, off which a
small dressing room (ideal for a cot); a twin bedroom with gated spiral staircase down to
the dining room; and family bathroom (suite plus hand-shower) with mosaic slate tiles.
And in the wing above the kitchen are two single rooms (one decorated with friendly
teddy bears, one with 4’ bed) and a double with en suite bathroom (suite plus hand-
shower); also a shower-room (suite).

Only
one threshold step to access the apartment,
making it suitable for partially disabled. On
the seaward side, a large balcony (lower
ground apartment below) and communal
lawned garden accessed by a sloping path
from the lane side.

Inside, bright and fresh with modern seaside
decor. Living/dining room (CD player) with
floor-to-ceiling sliding glass doors to large
balcony (table/chairs) — great views, superb
spot for sundowners/sunsets; arch through to
fitted kitchen (washing machine, microwave,
fridge-freezer). Two bedrooms — a double
(5" bed) with en suite bathroom (suite plus
hand-shower), and a stylish twin with sea
views; fully-tiled shower-room (suite). Phone.

Churchstow: little village with fine
church, good children-friendly pub
(former church house), PO/shop and
. bakery, 2 miles from Kingsbridge.
The sea/beaches at Thurlestone or
Bantham, 3% miles; Salcombe, 7
miles.

.. a little over a mile north of Churchstow,
in the quiet farming hamlet of Leigh, two
attractive cottages, stylishly converted
from former barns. Once owned by
Buckfast Abbey, this Grade | listed
farmstead is said to date back to the 13th cent., and the
friendly, knowledgeable owners (who live in the original
farmhouse next door) are pleased to show you around the
ancient lodging ranges with their Great Hall, and the
gatehouse tower (restored by English Heritage, National
Monument status), which make up this fascinating, late
medieval, defended farmstead.

The cottages (and farmhouse) share a drive (electric gates)
and face each other over a small courtyard/parking area. They
are smart and welcoming with stylish touches throughout, a
clever combination of original features (high beams,
reclaimed wooden floors) and all modern comforts. Peaceful
location, pretty villages and beautiful coast nearby.

Leigh Barn (see arrow 1, above right) is detached and has its own little sheltered
sitting-out area (table/chairs, barbecue) at the side, looking out over the owners’ orchard.
Front door to comfy living room (woodburner); at one end, step up to neat
cream fitted kitchen/dining room (dishwasher, washer-drier, fridge-freezer) with slate
floor, granite worktops and door to sitting out area; at the other end, 2 shallow steps down
to slate-floored double bedroom with en suite shower-room (roll-in wet room suite,
suitable for wheelchair users) and own door to drive (no step). From living room, open
tread oak stairs up to first floor and immediately into enormous double bedroom with
lovely old arched windows, exposed stonework and beams high into the ceiling, sitting
area (sofa, chair, TV) and smart en suite bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).

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Leigh Poundhouse (see arrow 2, above) is a neat, semi-
detached (resident neighbour), ‘upside-down’ cottage with a
sheltered terrace (table/chairs, barbecue) and small lawned
area behind. Front door to hall; two bedrooms, a double and
a twin, both with door to front courtyard; fully-tiled family
bathroom (suite plus bath-shower).

E coastal town with much Regency architecture,
big beach (pebbles, low tide sand) between
red cliffs, handsome esplanade, ancient
cricket ground, golf course, tennis courts,
annual folk festival and indoor swimming pool.
Exeter, 15 miles. Exeter airport, 10 miles. The
World Heritage Site ‘Jurassic Coast’ at Lyme
Regis, 15 miles.

. in Sidmouth, quietly tucked away in the heart
of town, a ground floor apartment in a smart,
Regency-style, red brick terrace. Within a few
hundred yards are shops/cafés/pubs, seafront (500
yards) and, just 50 yards away, Blackmore Gardens
(magnificent floral peacock, tennis courts).

The apartment is all smartly and newly refurbished
